Karen Munro Jon E. Cawthorne

Karen Munro, associate dean of librar-
ies, learning and research services, at Si-
mon Fraser University in Burnaby, Brit-
ish Columbia, on the traditional, current,
and unceded territories of the Squamish,
Tsleil-Waututh, Musqueam, and Kwikwe-
tlem Nations, is the 82nd president of
ACRL.
