The Illinois Digitization Institute at the Uni-
versity of lllinois Library at Urbana-Champaign
is offering a suite of three workshops about
digital projects that may be taken separately or
in combination. Track 1is a one-day, in-person
workshop that introduces the basics of plan-
ning and implementation. Track 2 is a three-
week Web-based distance education course that
covers benefits and costs, planning, design, se-
lection, equipment, scanning, image manipula-
tion, metadata, and evaluation. Track 3 is the
Web-based course plus two days of hands-on,
in-person training with scanning devices and
methods.

Distance learning: Disaster plans
SOLINET has developed a Web-based work-
shop, “Developing a Disaster Plan,”which al-
lows remote participation.

The survey is scheduled to occur
during Spring 2004.
