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In the News
In a recent survey, ACRL members rated 

the value of various activities and programs pro­
vided by ACRL and placed the greatest value 
on two ACRL publications, College & Research 
Libraries News and College & Research Librar­
ies. A majority also placed “great value” on 
ACRL’s standards and guidelines. Most mem­
bers regularly read both C&RL News (95.6%) 
and C&RL (93.6%) and most value ACRL’s stan­
dards and guidelines (88.4%).

Based on those numbers I hope you find 
this issue of C&RL News a true bonanza. Draft 
revisions of the “Standards for College Librar­
ies,” the “Standards for Community, Junior, and 
Technical College Learning Resources Pro­
grams,” and “Guidelines Regarding Thefts in 
Libraries” are published in this issue for your
review and comment.

Committees of member volunteers have 
worked long and hard to develop these new 
standards. Take time to review them carefully. If
you attend the ALA Annual Conference in Mi­
ami, go to the hearings and voice your opin­
ions. If you will not be in Miami, contact the 
chairs o f the appropriate committees directly.
