LIN labeling system that will operate with com-
puter printers and electronic typewriters. The SE-
LIN 3400 Labeler’s compatibility with
microcomputer printers allows libraries with bib-
liographic databases and flexible formatting capa-
bility to produce labels more rapidly, accurately,
and automatically. The labeler has been designed
to provide better tracking control with fewer ad-
justments. Label material is automatically sealed
after printing with a clear protective strip to pre-
vent smudging and is permanently bonded to the
book spine with heat and pressure. Libraries can
also process book card labels and book pocket labels
at the same time by using Gaylord’s tractor feed-
equipped printer along with the labeler. The 3400
labeling system uses a 30 % larger roll of material
than their earlier model.
