H e w as a frequent 
contribu tor to  and  review er for library journals 
in Canada and the United States, specializing in 
topics relating to catalogs, technical services, sta­
tistics, and physical storage. H e served o n  m any 
library associations and w as the president o f  the 
Canadian A ssociation o f  Library Schools (1 9 6 9 —70). ■
