A closer eye on appraisals: A clarification

Public response to “A closer eye on appraisals” in 
the February issue of C & RLN ew s, pp .52-56, indi­
cates an uneasiness about that portion of the Tax 
Reform Act of 1984 relating to donee record keep­
ing requirements. Essentially this provision relates 
only to gifts that are valued over $5,000. The actual 
wording of the law reads: “if the claimed value of 
such property (plus the claimed value of all similar 
items of property donated by the donor to one or 
more donees) exceeds $5,000.”

The new federal regulations must be interpreted 
through reference to two separate U.S. Govern­
ment publications: 1) The law as described in Con­
ference Report on the D eficit Reduction A ct of 
19841 which contains all the provisions of the Tax

r

Reform Act of 1984; and 2) the tem porary Rules 
and Regulations as published in the December 31, 
1984, issue of the Federal Register.2

The Rules and Regulations describe how the 
new law will be carried out. They are considered 
“tem porary” in order to allow for public review 
and comment. Persons who wish to comment on 
the Rules and Regulations are encouraged to con-

According to Baughman, hearings on the Rules 
and Regulations are scheduled in W ashington in 
late March or April. Perm anent Rules and Regula­
tions incorporating the required changes will be 

published by mid-year.
Two sections of the new law require the use of 

new IRS forms. Item 2 relating to the appraisal 
sum m ary m ust be p repared  on the “A ppraisal 
Summary” form, No. 8283. Item 5 relating to do­
nee record keeping must be prepared on the “Do­
nee Inform ation Return” form, No. 8282. These 
two forms should be available in IRS distribution 
centers by mid-M arch and somewhat later in IRS 
district offices. ■ ■

New library under construction at the New Mexico Military Institute, Roswell.

New Mexico Military Institute to have new 
automated library

The Paul Horgan Library at the New Mexico 
M ilitary Institu te, Roswell, will be fully au to­
m ated when it moves to its new location, the J. 
Penrod Toles Learning Center, in August. The li­
brary chose CLSI’s LIBS 100 System 73 for circula­
tion control, public catalog, reserve, media book­
ing, and interlibrary loan.

The new autom ated Learning Center, which 
will serve as a research resource for the community 
of Roswell as well as the students at the Institute, 
will be expanded further to include other libraries 
and academ ic institutions in southeastern New 
Mexico. Besides the Horgan Library, the 38,000 
square foot build ing  will also featu re a Large 
Group Lecture Hall for meetings and lectures; a 
Television Production Studio for on-campus and 
community cable applications; a Student Assist­
ance Center w ith an academic counseling service; 

learn ing  labs; and am ple study space for the 
school’s 950 students. A dedication ceremony will 
be held at Homecoming in late October.

The crenellated, m ilitary gothic m otif of the 
new facility matches the architectural style of the 
other buildings on campus. The library and book- 
stacks are arranged in a radial pattern  with the ref­
erence area in the center. O ther architectural high­
ligh ts inc lude  custom -m ade  C o rdovan  oak 
furniture, and an insulated, translucent, fiberglass 
skylight w ith a grid pattern  that accentuates the 
raised ceililng. The architects are W agner and As­
sociates of Roswell.

Founded in 1891, New Mexico Military Institute 
is a four-year high school and two-year junior col­
lege. It is the largest m ilitary junior college of its 
type in the nation and stands second to West Point 
in commissioning officers for the U.S. Army. ■ ■
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
