News From the Field
Acquisitions

•  Brown University’s John Hay L ibrary, Provi-
dence, Rhode Island, has acquired an additional 80 
linear feet of the archives of the Unicorn Press of 
Greensboro, N .C . Together w ith the 67 linear feet 
and archival copies of publications previously ac­
quired, this collection now comprises the produc­
tion files of Alan Brilliant and the editorial files of 
Teo Savory for the period 1966-1984. The collec­
tion is notable for having correspondence and liter­
ary m anuscripts, not only of such American au­
tho rs as T hom as M erton , P h ilip  L ev ine, and  
D aniel B errigan , bu t also the  foreign au thors 
E rnesto  C ard en a l, Jacques P révert, G uillevic, 
Horst Bienek, and Vo-Dinh, am ong others.

•  Dartmouth College L ibrary, Hanover, New 
Ham pshire, has received a collection of Jack Lon­

don books and m aterials from M arvin A. and Sue 
Rauch, of Far Rockaway, New York. The gift con­
tains first editions of London’s books, m any first 
appearances of his books and short stories in m aga­
zines, critical and biographical books, and several 
signed letters and inscribed books. Especially note­
w orthy is a pencil portra it of London inscribed, 
“Yours for the Revolution, Jack L ondon.”

•  T ulane University L ibrary, New Orleans, has
received the papers of John Kennedy Toole, author 
of A Confederacy o f Dunces. The gift was pre­
sented by Toole’s m other, Thelm a Ducoing Toole, 
who was instrum ental in getting his novel pub­
lished posthum ously. The papers include type­
scripts, p rin ter’s copy and page proofs of the novel, 
as well as thirteen foreign language editions. Of 
special interest are the letters tha t Toole w rote to 
his parents while he was in the arm y and stationed
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in P uerto  Rico, m anuscrip ts of tw o unpublished  
short stories and  a poem , and  pho tographs of Toole 
as a child  and  young m an .

•  T he University of California, Berkeley, Li-
b ra ry  has acqu ired  225 volum es of Spanish m an u ­
scrip ts know n  as th e  F e rn á n  N úñez C o llection , 
w hich  dates from  the  15th th rough  the  18th cen tu ­
ries and  represents th e  second largest collection of 
Spanish m anuscrip ts in the  U nited States. H igh­
lights of the  collection include: debates a t the  U ni­
versity of S alam anca on the  hu m an ity  and  tre a t­
m en t of the  Ind ians of the  Am ericas; chronicles of 
the  reign of F erd in an d  and  Isabella; a 15th cen tury  
m anuscrip t of Pedro del C o rra l’s Cronica Sarra- 
cina, a fictional h istory of the  conquest of Spain by 
th e  M oors; an d  a 16th  c e n tu ry  m a n u sc r ip t of 
G alician-Portuguese lyric poetry .

•  T he University of Illinois at Chicago’s H ealth
Sciences L ib ra ry  has received a gift of ra re  books 
and  m anuscrip ts from  W illiam  C. Beck, president 
em eritus of the  D onald  G u th rie  F oundation  for 
M edical Research. A un ique title  in the  gift is the 
A rtzn eyb ü ech  of G eorg M uller, a bound  m an u ­
scrip t on vellum  da ted  G raz, 1577. T he m anuscrip t 
is a com pilation  of m edical prescriptions for in te r­
nal and  external use. O th er highlights include Do- 
doens’ herbal (1574); V enetian  editions of F abri- 
cius (1619), A lbrecht von H aller (1768-1775), and  
T hom as Sydenham  (1762); a 1652 Lyon edition  of 
A m broise Paré; the  1613 edition of the  Pharm aco­
peia  A u g u sta n a ;  H ip p o c ra te s ’ C oacae praeno-  
tio n e s  (P a r is , 1588); a n d  P a d u a n  e d it io n s  of 
M orgagni’s D e sedibus  (1765) and  Spighelius’ D e  
fo rm a to  fo e tu  (1626).

• T h e  U n iv ersity  o f I llin o is  at U rb an a-
Champaign  has received a collection of letters and  
m a n u s c r ip ts  d o c u m e n tin g  th e  c a re e r  of Jo h n  
C harles F rém on t (1813-1890), U .S. W estern  ex­
p lo rer, C ivil W ar general, po litic ian , and  p o pu lar 
hero. T he papers w ere acqu ired  du ring  th e  ed iting  
of The Expeditions o f John Charles F rém ont, a 
th ree-volum e w ork w ith  m ap  portfolio  covering 
the  explorer’s five w estern  expeditions.

•  T he University of M innesota’s Social W elfare
H istory Archives has received the  historical records 
of the  national Young M en’s C hristian  Association 
(YMCA). T he 120 file cabinets and  approxim ately  
600 cartons and  boxes of m ateria l da te  back to the  
1870s and  con tain  the  YM CA’s records on social 
and  recrea tional program s, adu lt education  p ro ­
gram s for im m igrants and  industria l w orkers, p ro ­
gram s for transien ts, the  homeless, and  m inority  
group m em bers, and  missions and  ou treach  p ro ­
gram s overseas. T he collection is five tim es the  size 
of any ind iv idual archive collection a t M innesota.

Grants
•  T he Center for Research Libraries, C hicago,

has received a g ran t of $150,000 from  the Joseph N. 
Pew  J r . , C h aritab le  T rust for the  renovation  of the

C en te r’s orig inal build ing. T he g ran t w ill allow  for
the  com pletion  of a large portion  of repairs to the
bu ild ing , orig inally  constructed  in 1950, especially
th e  elevators and  the  in te rna l and  external walls.

•  Rutgers U niversity  L ib ra r ie s , N ew  B runs-
w ick, N ew  Jersey, have been aw ard ed  a g ran t of
$26,130 by the  N ew  Jersey C om m ittee  for the  H u ­
m anities in support of a pro ject to create  a N ew  Je r­
sey H um anities Resource C enter. T he C en ter w ill
m ake availab le to the  pub lic  films and  videos cre­
a ted  by N JC H , the  N ational E ndow m en t for the
H um anities, and  o ther states’ hum anities councils. 
H um anities films and  video p rog ram m ing  for a v a­
rie ty  of N ew  Jersey audiences w ill also be orig i­
n a ted  by the  C enter. T he p ro ject, using a phased-in
deve lopm en ta l ap p ro ach , w ill resu lt in a fully- 
realized C en ter over a 3 -5  year period.

•  Susquehanna University , Selinsgrove, Penn-
sylvania, received the  follow ing grants in 1984: a
N a tio n a l E n d o w m en t for th e  H u m an ities  ch a l­
lenge g ran t w hich  contains $400,000 to endow  p u r­
chases of l ib ra ry  m a te r ia ls  in  th e  h u m an itie s ; 
$225,000 from  R obert F . W eis, of Sunbury , to ­
w ard  the  m atch ing  fund  requ irem en t; a $10,000 
b eq u es t from  th e  e s ta te  of B lan ch e  an d  B rian  
T eats, of Selinsgrove, to endow  th e  purchase  of li­
b ra ry  m aterials; and  a gift of $8,000 from  its ow n 
class of 1984 to endow  jou rna l subscriptions.

•  T he University of Rochester, N ew  York, has
received a $500,000 g ran t from  the Pew  C h aritab le
T ru s t to w a rd  th e  deve lopm en t of a fu lly  a u to ­
m ated  in fo rm ation  system for the  U niversity’s li­
braries. T he g ran t w ill support the  installa tion  of
an  online pub lic  ca ta log  and  au to m ated  c ircu la tion  
system , lead ing  to systems for acquisitions, period i­
cals, and  bookkeeping.

• T  he University of Southern C alifornia  Li- 
b ra ry , Los Angeles, has received pledges of $5 m il-

Outlet for small press titles

T he Sm all Press C en ter is a non-profit o rga­
n ization  established for the  purpose of b ring ing  
together the  pub lic  and  sm all publish ing  firm s. 
T he C en ter is opera ted  by the  L ib ra ry  C o m m it­
tee of the  Society of M echanics and  T radesm en , 
N ew  York, as an educational p rogram  for its 
students and  the  general public.

A corner of the  Society’s lib ra ry  is devoted to 
a Sm all Press B ookshelf w h ere  p ub lica tions 
m ay be inspected, and  the  C en ter also has th ree  
large show w indow s on 44th  Street w hich  m ay 
be ren ted  by ind iv idual presses to display their 
books a t a cost of $100/m onth /w indow .

A ny o w n e r -o p e ra te d ,  n o n -v a n ity ,  n o n ­
p artisan  sm all publisher w ith  a t least four titles 
and  a dem onstra ted  com m itm en t to books of 
lite ra ry , artistic , or social value is eligible to 
partic ip a te .

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lion from the J. Paul Getty Trust and $1 million 
from the Times Mirror Foundation for a project to 
expand and improve the campus library system. 
Development plans, which will require another 
$49 million, include: the acquisition of $10 million 
worth of new books and journals over the next five

years; renovation of the Doheny Memorial Library 
to provide climate control for the preservation of 
materials and to allow for greater space for stu­
dents and faculty users; construction of an addition 
or adjacent facility; and acquisition of additional 
storage space. ■ ■

Amazon library expanding its database services

North Brazil’s Museu Goeldi, long the region’s 
leading research facility, recently began an ambi­
tious expansion of library and information services. 
Located in the port city of Belém do Pará at the 
m outh of the Amazon River, the museum was 
founded in 1866 and recruits an international staff 
to its research programs in the physical and human 
sciences. The Goeldi’s library was designated the 
official depository of the Amazon Pact nations, fol­
lowing the signing of the Treaty for Amazonian 
Cooperation in 1978 by Brazil and its Basin neigh­
bors, Bolivia, Peru, Ecuador, Colombia, Venezu­
ela, and the Guianas.

Now the Goeldi is embarking on a program of 
autom ation w ith the creation of Inform Am —a 
bibliographic system that will provide online ac­
cess to the museum’s rapidly growing collection. 
The system is up and has some 10,000 entries al­
ready.

In 1984 the University of Florida’s Amazon Re­
search and Training Program (ARTP) entered into 
an agreement with the Museu Goeldi for institu­
tional cooperation and plans to place library and 
information services as a priority item in its work. 
ARTP is now compiling a bibliographic database 
of Amazon River Valley materials held by the Uni­
versity of Florida Libraries and may someday link 
this with the Goeldi’s InformAm system.

In the meantime, the Museu Goeldi has begun 
an extensive acquisitions effort to enhance its exist­
ing collections. Please contact the director of the
