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IPI publishes guide for
storing film
The Image Permanence In­
stitute (IPI) at the Rochester 
Institute of Technology in 
New York has pub lished  
Storage Guide fo r  Acetate  
Film. Based on five years of 
IPI research into the deterio­
ration of acetate film, it is in­
tended  to enable  staff of 
museums, archives, and li­
braries to understand  the 
ways in which temperature 
and relative humidity in stor­
age environments relate to the chemical de­
generation of photographic film, cinema film, 
and microfilm. It will also assist in predicting 
the effects of actual storage conditions on the 
life expectancy of film collections. The four- 
part guide consists of a 24-page booklet, a 
double-sided time/temperature/RH wheel, time 
contour graphs and a “time out of storage” table.
