E n tries , organized by sta te  
and then by the  town in which the  new spaper is 
(or was) published, provide title, frequency, and 
da tes covered , p lus data  on th e  form at, type, 
scope, and location o f  th e  index. T he guide is 
available at $5 (prepaid) from Nan Berg, NELA, 
P. O. Box 273, H olden, MA 01520.

The second volum e of the  Index to New Eng­
land Periodicals, now in progress, incorporates 
changes in format designed for easier use, includ­
ing a com bined subject, illustration, and author 
index w ith d ifferen tiating  typefaces. Ten titles 
have been  added  to the  coverage. Annual sub­
scriptions (th ree  quarterly  indexes with annual 
cu m u la tio n ) a re  $35 ($45 if  cu m u la tio n  is 
hardbound) from the  Atlantic Indexing Company, 
P. O. Box 262, Brookline, NH 03033, (603) 673- 
7994. This is the  only index available for many of 
the  local journals covered.

T he d irec to ry  o f e th n ic  lib ra ry  resou rces in 
New England, which is being  com piled by the 
NELA E thn ic  Services Task F orce , shou ld  b e  
ready for distribution in early 1979. It is expected 
to serve, as a “working” edition that will be am ­
p lified  as m ore lib ra rie s  an d  o th e r  e th n ic  r e ­
sources add reports of their holdings.

•  An eighty-one-page pam phlet, the  p roceed­
ings of a program  sponsored by the  Com m ittee 
on S ta tistics fo r R e fe ren ce  Serv ices o f  LA D / 
LOM S at the 1976 ALA Annual C onference, is 
now available from th e  L ibrary A dm inistration 
and M anagem ent Association of ALA.

T he publication includes seven papers by li­
brarians and others who are deeply  involved in 
attem pts to develop a reliable m ethod for m easur­
ing reference service. The authors include Kath­
ryn J. G esterfìeld, director, Illinois S tate Library, 
w riting on the  use o f statistics a t the sta te level; 
Theodore D rew s, discussing the  National C enter 
for Educational Statistics; K atherine Em erson, ar­

chivist, University of M assachusetts, on national 
reporting  on reference transactions; and Vern P. 
Pings, W ayne State University, w riting on refer­
ence services accountability and m easurem ent.

•  The autom ation of acquisitions functions has 
helped standardize processes and has resulted  in 
m ore efficient use of staff, b u t few libraries report 
reduced costs for processing as a result of auto­
m ation , acco rd in g  to a re c e n t S P E C  K it and 
Flyer, A utom ated Acquisitions in ARL L ibraries  
(May 1978, #44).

The two-page flyer and ninety-five-page kit re­
p o rt on the  re su lts  of a recen t SPE C  survey , 
which was answ ered by seventy-seven ARL li­
braries. O f that num ber, thirty-six have instituted 
som e kind of au to m ated  acqu isition  activ ities. 
Most libraries use cam pus-wide com puters and a 
batch or combination batch-on-line mode of op­
eration. O f libraries w ithout autom ated acquisi­
tions, most cite lack of funds as the  main prohibi­
tive factor. The most often reported  applications 
of autom ation are for o rder generation, claiming, 
and record keeping.

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Correction
W ith respec t to th e  O ctober 1978 News 

issue (B) of College & Research L ibraries, 
vol.39, no.6, p .279, I fear that I may have 
been m isquoted in your report on my remarks 
at the  New England C hapte r of the ACRL 
Conference on “Alternative Catalogs.”

The last sentence of your paragraph on my 
remarks reads . . . that through-put speed 
be emphasized over precision in bringing an 
individual record into agreem ent with an in­
stitution’s holdings.”

I should like to take this brief opportunity 
to clarify the point that I may have attem pted 
to make with some brevity.

Each library should consciously select those 
criteria upon which a decision will be made 
w hether or not to accept the match betw een 
the shelflist item and a MARC record already 
converted. These criteria  can include main 
entry, title, edition, im print, collation, and 
series statem ents. Certain conditions of dis­
crepancy in all or some of these descriptive 
cataloging en tr ie s  may be  accep ted  in the  
interest of completing the work in hand in a 
respectively short amount of time. The point 
to be made, though, is that certain of these 
discrepancies cannot be ignored in the  final 
analysis. For example, you may accept short­
term  inadequacies with respect to com plete­
ness of entry in the main entry  match, but 
some post-editing should be done in order to 
check for consistent spelling, syntax, punctua­
tion, and uniformity of the heading.

The key point is that there are two steps in 
conversion. T he first step is selecting ind i­
vidual records and determ ining that you are 
indeed identifying the same edition or im print 
and that the cataloging is essentially accept­
able to the institution performing the conver­
sion. The second part of the conversion is to 
edit sets of related filing entries in order to 
d e term ine  w hat revisions m ust be m ade to 
choice of entry and form of heading.

This, then, leads to my statem ent that it is 
n ecessa ry  for m an ag em en t to p red e fin e  
“g u id e lin es” to aid ed itin g  team s in both 
phases of the conversion.

Based upon our experience with large-scale 
conversions in the academic com m unity we 
have found that it is very im portant to make 
this distinction in o rder that the  pro ject is 
com pleted in a reasonable amount of tim e and 
w ith a reasonable am ount of cost and with 
benefits to users in both public and technical 
serv ices in a respec tive ly  short am ount of 
tim e.—Michael J. G. Moen, Blackwell North 
America, Inc.

The thirty-four-page d irectory  includes four­
teen organizations known to be active in the field 
o f staff developm ent and provides inform ation 
about each, such as funding sources, organiza­
tional objectives, program  areas, publications, 
availability of training materials, and consultants. 
The bibliography, compiled by Andrea Hawkins 
and Charles Bolles, contains th irty -th ree  anno­
tated entries under the headings “Bibliography of 
Bibliographies,” “M anagem ent,” and “Staff D e­
velopm ent Program s.”
