Robert Booth, former director of the Library
Science Program at Wayne State University
(WSU), died on May 15 at the age of 75. Booth
earned his bachelor’s degree from WSU in 1941
and a bachelor’s degree in library science from
Columbia University in 1942. He received an
MLS from the University of Michigan and a doc-
torate from Western Reserve University (WRU).
In 1960 Booth joined the WSU faculty as asso-
ciate professor of library science, became chair-
man of the program in 1964, and became the
program’s director in 1974.
