As the first chair of the 
Council of Librarians of the Alabama Com­
mission on H igher Education, Perreault 
guided the formulation of academic library 
standards in the state. His extensive work with 
archives contributed to his identification of a 
1481 Nicholas Jensen imprint while at the Mil­
waukee Public Library, as well as the discov­
ery at the UAH Library of a volume pam­
phlets collected and bound  by Thomas 
Jefferson for his own library, sold to the Li­
brary of Congress in 1815, and subsequently 
lost.

Louis H enry S ilverstein , who was a librar­
ian at the Yale University Library for 33 years 
when he retired in 1996, died July 5. Silverstein 
was a cataloger when first joined Yale in 1963, 
and in 1970 he became head of the Reclassi­
fication Division and supervised the reclassi­
fication and re-cataloging of titles in CCL, SML 
Reference and Bibliography, BRBL Reference, 
and SSL. Four years later, he returned to rare 
book cataloging where as principal cataloger, 
he focused mostly on original cataloging of 
English titles for Beineicke Library. In 1991, 
Silverstein cut back on part of his cataloging 
assignment to become curator of the Arts of 
the Book Collection. He stepped aside from 
cataloging altogether in 1995 to devote him­
self to his half-time appointment in Arts of 
the Book and retired in 1996. ■
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
