3.0xp on the W orld Wide 
Web. Calipr is the preserva­
tion needs assessment soft­
ware package originally de­
veloped at Berkeley in 1989, 
and Calipr 3.0xp is a recently 
upgraded version. It is an au­
to m a ted  e x p e r t sy stem , 
which utilizes statistical sam­
pling techniques and a survey questionnaire to 
evaluate condition, risk, and value o f collec­
tions. Once these variables have been deter­
mined, appropriate preservation actions and 
priorities may be set. In addition to the basic 
software package, which can run on MS Win­
dows or Mac, Calipr 3.0xp includes an ex­
panded user manual, a random number gen­
era to r for sam pling, and printed  reports 
explaining recommended preservation actions. 
The W eb site also provides a sample library floor 
plan and a blank survey form. Calipr 3.0xp is 
available for download free-of-charge at http:// 
sunsite.berkeley.edu/CALIPR/. Be sure to regis­
ter as a user, so you can be notified of enhance­
ments to the product.

C ornell m ounts d ig ita l to  m icro film  
project report
The Department o f Preservation and Conser­
v atio n  at C orn ell U niversity  L ibrary has 
mounted its report “Digital to Microfilm Con­
version: A Demonstration Project 1994– 1996,” 
on the World Wide W eb. Using National En­
dowment for the Humanities funds, Cornell 
conducted a two-year study to evaluate the 
use o f high-resolution bitonal digital imaging 
for production o f com puter output microfilm 
that is able to meet accepted preservation stan­
dards for quality and perm anence. The report 
includes findings and recommendations on the 
quality o f the resulting microfilm, the process 
used, and costs. It also includes a comparative 
assessment with Yale University’s Project Open 
Book, which investigated microfilm to digital 
conversion.

The Conservation Center for 
Art and H istoric Artifacts 
(CCAHA) has receiv ed  a 
grant o f $ 2 0 3 ,0 0 0  and a 
matching-funds challenge of 
$30,000 from the National 
Endowment for the Humani­
ties. The money will be used 
from January 1998 through 
Ju n e  2000 to support the 
Center’s preservation over­
view surveys and preserva­
tion workshops. The subsi­
dized preservation surveys

preservation workshops will be offered on three 
topics: handling architectural materials, man­
aging a mold outbreak, and recovery of paper-
based materials damaged by water. The pres­
ervation surveys will cost $300.00 until June 
30, 1998, and $350.00 thereafter, plus travel ex­
penses for the surveyor. Any nonprofit institu­
tion with paper-based humanities collections 
available for public use may be eligible to ap­
ply.
