(293 pages, November 1997), is one of the few 
books to focus on slavery and racism in 17th-
and 18th-century America. Reiss covers the his­
torical developm ent o f slavery and how  it 
evolved into the concept o f black slavery only; 
slavery in Africa, the passage by ship to America, 
and the slave’s life in various colonies; African-
American freedmen in peace and war; and 
opposition to slavery by both blacks and whites. 
Rich in detail and docum entation. $45.00.

The Business Phone Book USA for 1998 
(20th ed,, October 1997), formerly called the 
N ational D irectory o f Addresses and  
Telephone N um bers, has for the first time 
been issued in two volumes— one an alpha­
betical white pages, and the second, a yellow 
pages directory arranged by type o f business 
or organization. Toll-free numbers, e-mail ad­
dresses, and W eb site locations are given when 
known. Other new features include expanded 
listings for Canadian companies, a table o f con­
tents for the subject volume, and such new cat­
egories as automobile dealers, labor unions, and 
weekly newspapers. Save yourself numerous 
411 telephone charges by consulting these vol­
umes first. $148.00.

The Com plete Guide to 
P e r fo rm a n c e  S ta n ­
dards for Library Per­
s o n n e l, by C arol F. 
Goodson (216 pages, July 
1997), may help to prevent 
the tensions involved in job 
review s, m erit increases, 
promotions, and accusations 
of favoritism. Goodson rec­
ommends clearly defining 
job responsibilities and du­
ties so that employer and 
employee agree on a set of 
consistent standards that can 

be used to appraise job performance effectively. 
Sample performance standards are provided for 
different types of professional and support staff.

The Cultural Encyclopedia o f Baseball,
by Jonathan Fraser Light (888 pages, Novem­
ber 1997), details the lore, historical minutiae, 
and social significance of America’s national pas­
time (first called that in the 1890s). This ency­
clopedia is no bland recitation o f batting aver­
ages. Employment attorney Light spent seven 
years tracking down elusive baseball informa­
tion and rearranging it into convenient catego­
ries. Even people who are not particularly keen 
on sports will enjoy browsing in this homage 
to American pop culture. Where else could you 
find, for example, the time and place o f the 
first action photograph o f a baseball game? 
(1863, at Fort Pulaski, Georgia.) Or what did 
disgruntled Dodger Darryl Strawberry say when 
told of the November 1993 fires in his home 
town? (“Let L.A. burn. I don’t live there any­
more.”) Or what classical com poser wrote a 
musical score celebrating the 1907 Giants vs. 
Cubs game? (Charles Ives.) Perhaps a reference 
book like this is what Casey Stengel had in 
mind when he captioned his portrait which now 
appears at the entrance to the National Base­
ball Library in Cooperstown, New York: ‘You 
could look it up.” If you don’t look in the right 
place at first, you can use the 55-page index to 
narrow down the relevant pages. A steal at $75.00.

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P ic k e t t ’ s C h a rg e  in  H is to ry  a n d  
M e m o ry , by Carol Reardon (285 pages, No­
vember 1997), is less a description o f the Con­
federate assault on the third day o f the Battle 
o f Gettysburg than a com ­
plete reassessm ent o f how 
Pickett’s Charge— despite, or 
because of, the scarcity and 
conflicting nature o f eyewit­
ness testimony— cam e to be 
seen as the “high water mark 
o f the Confederacy” and en­
dowed with the qualities o f 
a rom antic myth by b oth  
North and South, especially 
Virginia. Reardon explores 
how the myth evolved in the 
past 130 years, from veter­
ans’ reunions and postwar 
s q u a b b lin g  o v e r  th e  
g e n e r a ls h ip  o f  L ee  and 
Longstreet to Ted Turner’s 
m o n u m e n ta l 1 9 9 3  film  
“Gettysburg.” Although participants in the as­
sault bem oaned the fact that the truth would 
never be known, Reardon has com e closer than 
any other scholar in discerning the legend’s 
impact on Civil War attitudes and research.

This is the trade paperback version of 
the 1996 Cassell clothbound edition, so beware 
of duplication. However, Bond offers a British 
perspective on the space race that will satisfy 
undergraduate curiosity. $19.95.

Serials Managem ent in Academic Librar­
ies: A Guide to Issues and Practices, by 
Jean Walter Farrington (177 pages, August 1997), 
addresses the issues that serials librarians are fac­
ing and provides some practical information for 
meeting future challenges. Some of the key is­
sues discussed are access versus ownership, elec­
tronic dissemination, document delivery systems, 
standards for electronic data transfer, and the 
debate over the outsourcing of cataloging. A good 
introduction to serials librarianship. $59-95.

The Association of College and Research Libraries (ACRL) is seeking an editor 
for the rare books journal Rare Books & Manuscripts Librarianship [RBML). The 
RBML editor is responsible for the editorial content of the journal and is assisted 
by an editorial board, primarily in refereeing submissions. The editor, who is 
the chair of the RBML Editorial Board, receives submissions and sends them out 
to board members for their review. The editor makes the final decision on all 
items appearing in the journal.

The position of editor of RBML is voluntary. The editor is appointed for a three-
year term and may serve a maximum of three such terms. The editor recom­
mends to the ACRL Publications Committee for their approval who shall be on 
the journal’s editorial board and also who shall be book review editor. Produc­
tion of the journal is handled by the production manager at ACRL Publications 
in Chicago, with whom the RBML editor works closely.

Appointment w ill be made by the ACRL Board of Directors at the 1998 ALA 
Annual Meeting. The incoming editor w ill assume full responsibilities in July 
1999 after working a year with the outgoing editor. Applicants must be a 
member of ALA and ACRL.
