Commission publishes pamphlet on
utilizing isoperms

The Commission on Preservation and Access
published Isoperms: An Environmental M an-
agement Toolby Donald K. Sebera inJune 1994.
It is intended to help administrators understand
the effects of relative humidity and tempera-
ture on paper-based collections and to calcu-
late the consequences of storage in specific
environmental conditions. Sebera reviews the
scientific basis for his concept of isoperms, a
representation of the relative permanence of
paper under varying temperature and relative
humidity conditions, but explains their appli-
cation to real-world situations in non-technical
language. He also includes examples of how
isoperms may be used to inform collection stor-
age decisions. This pamphlet is part of a con-
tinuing Commission initiative to make scientif-
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ic information accessible
and useful to preservation
administrators.
