•  Clarification of the  copyright laws to assure 
protection for com puter-readable works is rec­
om m ended in a special publication of the Com­
m erce  D e p a r tm e n t’s N ational B ureau  of 
Standards (NBS). Based on research initiated in 
October 1974 under sponsorship of the National 
Science Foundation’s Division of Science Infor­
mation, the book-length NBS publication closely 
exam ines policy questions now before the Na­
tional Commission on New Technological Uses of 
Copyrighted Works (CONTU).

“W ith o u t co p y rig h t for c o m p u te r-read ab le  
works, increased secrecy, cutthroat competition, 
and lowered opportunity for recognition of creative
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 talents will result,” says Roy Saltman, m an­
ager of the NBS copyright study project. “W e are 
recom m ending changes to help resolve curren t 
u n c e r ta in tie s  ab o u t o w n ersh ip  r ig h ts  in 
com puter-readable works.” The NBS findings and 
reco m m en d atio n s have  b e e n  p re se n te d  to 
CONTU, established to advise Congress on the 
use of copyrighted materials in conjunction with 
computers.

Program s w ritten  in a source language and 
com puter-readable data bases deserve copyright 
protection, according to the study. Another con­
clusion is that programs w ritten in machine code 
should not be copyrighted as original works but 
should be protected under the copyright for the 
source language program. As Saltman states the 
principle: “The transformation of a copyrighted 
com puter program into object code from source 
language should be considered to be the making 
of a copy.”

U nderly ing  th e  NBS reco m m en d atio n s for 
changes in the copyright law is an analysis of the 
legal, economic, and technical issues involved. 
T he study exam ines h isto rica l foundations of 
copyright and traces changes and interpretations 
that have extended protection to new technologi­
cal works over the past 200 years. It specifies a 
set of basic principles supporting the recom m en­
dations. Key principles include the concept of 
John Locke, th e  se v en teen th -c en tu ry  British 
philosopher, that every person has the right to 
the fruits of his creation and the concept of the 
social contract that provides protection of law in 
return for full disclosure of original works.

The NBS findings, recommendations, and con­
clusions on copyright have been  published as 
NBS Special Publication 500-17, C opyright in 
C om puter-Readable W orks: Policy Im pacts o f  
Technological Change by Roy G. Saltman. The 
book is for sale by the Superintendent of Docu­
ments, U.S. Governm ent Printing Office, W ash­
ington, DC 20402, at $4 a copy.

•  Close to half of the m em bers of the Associa­
tion of Research Libraries (ARL) are using remote 
storage of little-used materials as one answer to 
space limitations, according to the latest SPEC 
Flyer and Kit from the Office of University Li­
brary Management Studies (OMS) of the ARL. 
Remote Storage in A RL  Libraries‚ Kit and Flyer 
# 3 9  (D ecem ber 1977), provides docum entation 
and discussion concerning rem ote and compact 
storage policies, based on a 1977 survey of ARL 
members conducted by Cornell University’s Olin 
Library.

Although national or regional storage and de­
posit facilities offer some hope for retention  of 
selected materials, it appears that, for the most 
part, individual research and academic libraries 
have had to develop their own storage facilities. 
Remote storage usually is considered only part of 
the solution to the space crunch, in addition to 
microfilming, increased use of interlibrary loan, 
and weeding.

Two factors of greatest concern are (1) the limi­
tations to user service and access to materials in 
remote storage, and (2) the time and expense of 
selecting materials for storage and altering biblio­
graphic records.

certain  nongovernm ental publications.

P art I of th e  CIS p ro jec t covers th e  Am erican  
State Papers and  Serial Set publications from ear­
liest issuance through  1857. Parts IX through XII, 
1925—69, w ere  p rev io u sly  issued , and P arts  II 
through V III, for th e  in terven ing  period , 1857- 
1925, are in preparation . (Since 1970, the  C IS /

publications, plus congressional com m ittee h ea r­
ings and prints.)

S ch ed u led  fo r co m p le tio n  in 1979, th e  C IS  
U.S. Serial Set Index  aims to serve as the  only 
com prehensive, m odern  finding aid to the  en tire  
pre-1970 collection. A pproxim ately eleven million 
pages o f inform ation, originally issued in 330,000 
titles bound into 14,000 volum es, are being  p u b ­
lished concurren tly  in the  C IS U.S. Serial Set on 
M icrofiche.

Index en tries provide full b ib lio­
graph ic  d a ta  for re tr ie v in g  so u rce  p ub lica tions 
from within e ith e r  a hardcopy collection or th e  
C IS  fu ll- te x t m ic ro fic h e  file , w h ich  is b e in g  
filmed from a variety  o f  sources to assure inclu­
siveness.
