Women'’s studies scholar to speak at ACRL Sixth

National Conference

Catherine R. Stimpson, the founding editor of
Signs: Journal of Women in Culture and Society,
will speak on April 13, 1992, at the ACRL Sixth
National Conference in Salt
Lake City, Utah. Stimpson will
address issues of concern to
women in a “politically cor-
rect” environment.

The journal New Criterion
called one of her speeches a
“breathtaking exhibition ofpo-
litically correct attitudes.”
Stimpsonrespondsinthe Point
of View column in the May 29,
1991, issue ofthe Chronicle of
Higher Education, “The mis-
use ofthe term politically cor-
rect’orP.C. isarhetorical virus
that has been spreading
through higher education and
the media so rapidly that it is
nearly comic self-parody.”
Stimpson hasbeen called “left,”
“dominant,” “smug,” “intoler-
ant,”and “trendy.” She writes,
“l found an anonymous note in my departmental
mailbox warning me, ‘Multieulturalism is a fad.””

Stimpson is university professor, dean of the
Graduate School, and vice provost for graduate
education at Rutgers, the State University of New
Jersey/New Brunswick. Now the editor of a book
series for the University of Chicago Press, she
served as the founding editor of Signs from 1974-
80. Shewas the firstdirector ofthe Women’sCenter
of Barnard College and ofthe Institute for Research
on Women at Rutgers.

1990 she was the president of
the Modem Language Asso-
ciation. She is now the chair
ofthe National AdvisoryCom-
mittee of the Woodrow Wil-
son National Fellowship Foundation.

Educated at Bryn Mawr College, Cambridge
University, and Columbia University, she holds
honorarydegrees from UpsalaCollege, Monmouth
College, and Bates College. She has also won
Fulbrightand Rockefeller Humanities Fellowships.
