R a l p h  E .  M c C o y  has accepted an appointment 
as interim executive director of the Association of 
Research Libraries for the period January 7-June 
30, 1980. He will suc­
ceed John G. Lorenz, 
who will re tire  as 
executive d irecto r of 
ARL at the end of 1979.

M cCoy, a native of 
St. Louis, is a graduate 
o f Illinois W esleyan 
University and the Uni­
versity of Illinois. He 
was librarian and assis­
tant professor of indus­
trial relations at the In­
stitute of Labor and In­
dustrial Relations from Ralph E. McCoy
1949 to 1955. In 1955 
he became director of libraries at Southern Illi­
nois University and served in that position until 
1971, when he became dean of library affairs. 
McCoy retired from Southern Illinois University 
in 1976. From July 1978 to July 1979 he was 
interim director at the University of Georgia Li­
braries.

He is a past president of the Association of Col­
lege and Research Libraries.

R o b e r t  M a l o y  of New York City has been ap­
pointed director of Smithsonian Institution Li­
braries following a two-year search to fill the posi­
tion, vacant since Rus­
sell Shank became di­
rector of libraries at the 
University of California 
at Los Angeles.

M aloy, who began 
work August 27, over­
sees the operations of 
the central library, in­
cluding the Dibner Li­
brary and the rare book 
collection, ten bureau 
libraries, and six major 
branch lib raries . He 
also works in close Robert Maloy
cooperation with the 
independent libraries of the institution s four art 
bureaus. Smithsonian library facilities are located 
in Washington, Maryland, Virginia, New York, 
Massachusetts, and Panama.

Maloy goes to W ashington from Union 
Theological Seminary, where he served as direc­
tor of the library and professor of history for four

years. During his tenure, the seminary library 
was automated, its buildings were renovated, and 
its collections were expanded. Maloy went to the 
seminary from the School of Theology and the 
C larem ont G raduate School at C larem ont, 
California, where he served for three years.

A native of C leveland , Maloy com pleted  
undergraduate work at the University of Dayton 
in 1956 and received a master’s degree from the 
Graduate Library School of the University of 
Chicago in 1961. He earned his doctorate from 
the University of Freiburg, Switzerland, in 1966 
and continued postdoctoral studies at several 
European universities.

Maloy is a specialist in Western medieval man­
uscripts, with a particular interest in the conser­
vation problems that confront research libraries.

T .  J o h n  M e t z  has been named college librar­
ian and adjunct associate professor of library sci­
ence at Carleton College in Northfield, M in­
nesota. Metz has been 
director of the Midwest 
Region Library N et­
work (M IDLNET) since

• Aaron and Elaine Cohen s Designing and  
Space Planning fo r  Libraries: A Behavioral Guide 
(Bowker, 1979, $24.95) presents the authors’ 
views (one an architect, the other a behaviorist) 
on how to set up a library and give equal recogni­
tion to human behavior as well as to aesthetics 
and building function. In addition to discussions 
on planning and layout of library space, the au­
thors also include information on choice of furni­
ture and equipment; lighting, power, and energy; 
color and signage; and acoustics.

• Frances Simonsen Bernhardt’s Introduction 
to Library  Technical Services (H. W. Wilson, 
1979, $15) has been prepared “as a textbook for a 
course in technical services in a two-year 
library/media technology program’’ and is de­
signed not only for such students but also for 
those working in a library as well as those con­
templating a career decision.

• Charles L. Bernier and A. Neil Yerkey’s Co­
gent Communication: Overcoming Reading Over­
load  (Greenwood, 1979, $19.95), presenting two 
aspects of the problem— the unreadable abun­
dance of relevant material and the inability to use 
what has been read, gives the authors’ discussion 
of methods used to cope with the problem and 
introduces the principle of cogency (the intelli­
gent and productive use of what is read). This 
volume is number 26 in Greenwood’s Contribu­
tions in Librarianship and Information Science.

• The International Federation of Film Ar­
chives Cataloging Commission has recently issued 
Film Cataloging, designed as a practical and up-

to-date guide to the theory and practice of film 
cataloging. Published by Burt Franklin, 1979. 
Price: $17.95

• The University Press of Virginia has brought 
together in the volume Selected Studies in Bibli­
ography (1979, $15) eleven of the articles by G. 
Thomas Tanselle, published from 1967 through 
1979 and treating the theory and tools of bibli­
ography, problems dealing with bindings and pa­
pers in descriptive bibliography, and textual criti­
cism and editing.

• The proceedings of the twenty-fourth Aller­
ton Park Institute, 1978, Supervision o f  Em­
ployees in Libraries, edited by Rolland E . Ste­
vens, has been issued by the University of Illinois 
Graduate School of Library Science. Price: $9.

• Volume 9 of Advances in L ibrarian sh ip , 
edited by M ichael H. Harris (Academic Pr., 
1979, $21), includes six papers: David K. 
Beminghausen on intellectual freedom; Thomas 
J. Waldhart and Trudi Bellardo on user fees in 
publicly funded libraries; Charles W. Evans on 
paraprofessional library employees; Rosemary and 
Paul Du Mont on measuring library effectiveness; 
Abraham Bookstein and Karl Kocher on opera­
tions research; and George W. Whitbeck, Jean 
Major, and Herbert S. White on funding support 
for library research.

• A new reference work on government docu­
ments is Frederic O ’Hara’s G uide to Publica­
tions o f  the Executive Branch (Pierian Pr., 1979, 
$29.50 cloth, $15.00 paper), which has separate 
chapters treating each of the departments.
