B i n d e r  has been appointed direc­
tor of the Fairleigh Dickinson University Library 
in Rutherford, New Jersey.

Binder has been head 
librarian at Clinch Val­
ley College of the Uni­
versity of Virginia since 
1974.

A native of Brooklyn,
B in d er rece iv ed  the 
B.A. degree in history 
from New York U ni­
v ersity , the M .L .S . 
from R utgers U niver­
sity, and an Advanced 
C ertifica te  and the 
Ph.D . in library and in­
formation sciences from Michael B. Binder
the U niversity  of 
Pittsburgh. His doctoral dissertation, a social 
psychological study, analyzed the supervisory 
leadership in large academic libraries.

Binder has held a variety of library positions, 
including student assistant in the New York Uni­
versity Engineering Library and the Rutgers 
University Library, librarian trainee in the New 
York P u blic  L ib rary  P eriod ica ls D ivision , 
cataloger and acquisitions librarian with the D e­
fense Intelligence Agency, graduate assistant and 
teaching fellow at the University of Pittsburgh 
Graduate School of Library and Information Sci­
ences, and director of library services at the Uni­
versity of Pittsburgh at Bradford.

Binder has been an active member of regional, 
state, and national organizations and has served 
on committees of the American Library Associa­
tion and the Virginia Library Association. While 
in Virginia, he energetically promoted regional 
and statew ide netw orking developm ent, par­
ticipating in task forces and subcommittees of the 
Library Advisory Committee of the State Council 
of H igh er E du cation  and serving as v ice ­
chairperson o f the Advisory Comm ittee on Li­
brary Networking of the Western Region Consor­
tium on Continuing Higher Education.

He is the author of several articles published in 
professional journals and recently was coauthor of 
a paper concerning innovations in education and 
media, delivered at the Fourth International 
Conference on Improving University Education.

Fairleigh Dickinson University is a private uni­
versity of 20,000 students with campuses in three 
northern New Je rse y  location s— R utherford , 
Teaneck-Hackensack, and Florham-Madison. At 
FD U , B inder’s efforts will be directed toward

making the library and media center a more inte­
gral part of the undergraduate and graduate cur­
ricula at the 6,000-student Rutherford campus, 
located on fifteen acres twenty minutes from New 
York City.

Safford 
will replace Barbara Van De Pete, who is retiring 
after many years of service to Northern Montana 
College and four years as librarian of the college.

C h a r l e s  D a r r e t t  C h u r c h w e l l , considered 
one of the leaders in his field of librarianship, has 
been named university librarian at Washington 
U niversity, St. Louis,
M issouri, C hancellor 
W illiam  H. D anforth 
has announced. He 
su cceed s W illiam  H.
K urth, who died on 
February 27, 1977.

Churchw ell, univer­
sity librarian at Brown 
University since 1974, 
assumed his new duties 
at Washington Univer­
sity on Se p tem b e r 1.
He was one of six per- Charles Darrett 
sons recom m ended  Churchwell
some four years ago for
the position of L ibrarian of Congress by the 
American Library Association.

In announcing his appointment, Chancellor 
Danforth said: “Washington University is fortu­
nate that Charles Churchwell has accepted this 
position of great responsibility. He was selected 
for this post after a year’s search by a twelve- 
member committee headed by Ralph E. Morrow, 
dean of the Graduate School of Arts and Sciences 
at Washington University. I concur with one of 
the members of this committee who recently de­
scribed Churchw ell as ‘the most imaginative, 
sagacious, and informed administrator of libraries’ 
that he ever had encountered. Churchwell is 
held in high esteem  by his co lleagu es and
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friends, and we are confident that he will make 
an outstanding contribution at Washington Uni­
versity,”

As un iversity  lib rarian  at W ashington, 
Churchwell will serve as chief administrator of a 
system composed of a central library and eight 
branch libraries, with a budget that runs into 
seven figures. The combined collections of these 
various units total more than one million vol­
umes. He will supervise a full-time library staff of 
120, of which 27 are professional librarians. 
Churchwell will report directly to the Washing­
ton University provost, Merle Kling.

Churchwell, according to those who know him 
b e st, is an ardent supporter o f independent 
higher education and has established a reputa­
tion, not only as an extremely able librarian, but 
also as a man who understands the goals and ob­
jectives of the total university.

He has been University Librarian at Brown 
U niversity since 1974. Churchw ell began his 
career as a library science instructor from 1953 to 
1958 at Prairie View A & M College, Prairie, 
Texas. From 1959 to 1961 he was a reference 
librarian at the New York Public Library.

While studying for his Ph.D . at the University 
of Illinois from 1964 to 1967, he served as in­
structor and assistant librarian for the University 
of Illinois Libraries. During his tenure there, he 
helped plan an eight-floor bookstacks addition 
and a six m illion dollar new undergraduate 
library.

He accepted an appointment as associate pro­
fessor and assistant director of libraries at the 
University of Houston from 1967 to 1969. He 
began a five-year career at Miami University, Ox­
ford, Ohio, in 1969. There he served successively 
as professor and director of libraries and then as 
professor and associate provost for academ ic 
services.

W hile  at Miami U niv ersity , C hurchw ell 
worked directly with President Phillip Shriver 
and participated in two major universitywide 
projects, which, he says, “contributed further to 
my understanding of graduate and undergraduate 
education.”

His first major task was to make a brief study 
of all doctoral programs to ensure their evaluation 
and accreditation by the North Central Associa­
tion. His second role was to serve as chairperson 
o f the u n iv ersity ’s Advisory Task F o rce  on 
Academic Priorities. This body established the 
first comprehensive data base for Miami Univer­
sity, which is still being used to allocate re ­
sources of the institution. This same task force 
helped to bring about greater efficiency and ef­
fectiveness on the Miami campus.

Says Churchwell: ‘T h e  procedure adopted by 
the task force for gathering and disseminating in­
formation has served as a model for establishing 
an open inform ation-sharing  system  about 
staffing, funding, and work loads of all academic

departments and divisions in the university.”
During his tenure at Miami University, he was 

an American Council on Education Academic 
Administrative Fellow from 1971 to 1972. At that 
time, he resolved to learn more about the presi­
dential responsibilities, administrative styles, and 
the quality of life in a variety of environments. 
He worked with four college and university pres­
idents: James P. Dixon, Antioch College; Harold 
Enarson of Cleveland State University, now pres­
ident o f Ohio State University; John Corbally, 
University of Illinois; and John People, Jackson 
State College, Jackson, Mississippi.

Churchwell is an official member of the South­
ern Association of Colleges and Schools visitation 
and accrediting teams.

He served as visiting lecturer, Graduate Li­
brary School, University of Michigan, during the 
winter of 1972 and the spring and fall of 1976 and 
1978. Previously, in the spring of 1975, he was a 
visiting lecturer, Graduate Library School, Uni­
versity of North Carolina, Chapel Hill.

W i l l i a m  W .  G a r t o n  has been appointed di­
rector of library services at Slippery Rock State 
College, Slippery Rock, Pennsylvania.

Garton has been di­
rector of public services 
and associate professor 
of library administration 
at the University of Il­
linois since 1971. From 
1960 to 1971, he was 
head librarian and asso­
ciate professor at Simp­
son College, Indianola,
Iowa.

He received his B.A. 
d egree  from Sim pson 
C o lleg e and his 
M . S . L A .  and M.  A. William W. Garton
degrees from the Uni­
v ersity  o f Illin o is . He authored  an a rtic le , 
“Sim pson’s C atalytic A ctio n ,” in the L ibrary  
Journal o f D ecem ber 1, 1964, and is currently 
doing research on the history of the University of 
Illinois Library, the development of goals and ob­
jectives in academic libraries, and performance 
evaluation for librarians.

At Slippery Rock, Garton has a staff of 12 fac­
ulty members and 17 noninstructional employees 
handling a library collection of 700,000 items, in­
cluding 287,099 volumes and 289,000 microform 
materials. The library is a selective government 
document depository and a full m ember of the 
Pittsburgh Regional Library Center, a consortium 
including forty libraries in western Pennsylvania 
and W est Virginia.

Garton’s professional memberships include the 
American Library Association, Illinois Library As­
sociation, and Illinois Association of College and 
Research Libraries.
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D o n a l d  L .  S a p o r it o  has been named director 
of university libraries at the University of South­
w estern Louisiana (U SL), according to an an­
nouncem ent made by 
the academ ic v ice- 
president, Sammie W.
C osper. He su cceeds 
W illiam  E . M cG rath , 
who resign ed  to b e ­
come dean of libraries 
at th e  U niversity  of 
Lowell, Lowell, Massa­
chusetts.

Sap orito  began his 
career in librarianship 
in 1968 as systems li­
brarian for the Argonne 
National Laboratories in Donald L. Saporito
A rgonne, Illin o is . In 
1969 he joined the staff of the Dartmouth College 
Library in Hanover, New Hampshire, as automa­
tion director. Since 1976 he has held the title of 
ch ief of processing and automation services at 
Dartmouth.

Saporito earned a bachelor’s in Russian from 
the University of Colorado, where he has done 
additional graduate work, and a master’s degree 
in library science from the University of Denver.

He is a member of the American Library As­
sociation, the New Hampshire Library Associa­
tion, and the American Society for Information 
Science.

Saporito, his wife, and their two teenage chil­
dren will reside in Lafayette, Louisiana.

J o s e p h  Z . N i t e c k i , former associate director of 
libraries at Temple University, assumed the posi­
tion of executive director of Polk Libraries and 
Learning Resources, University of Wisconsin—  
O shkosh, on Sep tem ber 1. His appointm ent 
includes the rank of full professor, as recom ­
mended by the faculty in Library and Learning 
Resources.

N itecki earned the M .A. in library science 
from the University of Chicago, the M.A. in phi­
losophy from Roosevelt University, and the B.A.

Since 1964 Nitecki has authored thirty-eight 
research articles and monographs and four books 
on library science and library operation and ad­
ministration. He is also the author of numerous 
essays and poems in literary magazines and has 
been called upon frequently as a consultant. He 
was the recipient of the annual Journal of Library 
History Award for the most outstanding manu­
script published in 1968.
