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strategies for dealing with the major difficulties al­
ready detailed and may offer to help the new li­
brarian adjust to a foreign city.

Handling all library routines singlehandedly, 
coping with a different kind of librarian/patron re­
lationship, and adjusting to foreign ways—these 
are the major problems that challenge the overseas 
librarian. Our overseas librarians also have cher­
ished memories of wandering the ancient roads of 
Pompeii, attending symphonies conducted by Zu­

bin Mehta or Riccardo Muti, examining illumi­
nated manuscripts at the great Biblioteca Medicea- 
Laurenziana (with its Michelangelo staircase), and 
enjoying many other events of cultural enrich­
ment. But it is professional enrichm ent— the 
broadening of professional experience—that has 
been the most constant, and perhaps the most im­
portant, benefit derived by all the librarians who 
have managed the Florence branch library of Flor­
ida State University. ■ ■

UPDATE ON 
STATISTICS SOURCES

Several people have written about the article on 
academic library statistics that appeared in C irR L  
News, July/August 1983, pp.221,224-25, and have 
recommended additional statistical sources.

E .J. Josey wrote from the New York State Li­
brary about a publication he edits with Alice L. 
Britenbaker, A Directory o f  College and University 
Libraries in New York State. Pages 127-220 are 
statistical tables covering 266 academic libraries. 
The most recent edition available is the 14th (1981) 
with statistical data for FY 1980. The 1982 edition 
is now at the printers and can be ordered from the 
New York State Library, Library Development, 
Albany, NY 12230. The ISSN is 0070-5276.

James O. Wallace wrote from the Texas Library 
Association that the Texas State Library has pub­
lished Texas A cadem ic L ibrary  Statistics since
1977. The current issue contains statistics for 
1981-82 for 142 institutions, both public and pri­
vate. The ISSN is 0276-458X.

Claude Bonnelly of the University of Laval 
wrote that the Library Subcommittee of the Con­
ference of Rectors and Principals of Quebec Uni­
versities created in 1977 a Statistics Task Force of 
which he is currently president. The Task Force de­
signed a questionnaire which was used by the 18 li­
braries for the first time in 1979-80. Since then the 
questionnaire has been distributed annually. Re­
cently, Statistics Canada has agreed to cooperate in 
the compilation and publication of this data. A his­
tory of this project is given in a paper which Bon­
nelly presented at the 1982 IFLA meeting in Mon­
treal entitled, “Standardization of Statistics: The 
Experience of the Quebec University Libraries.”

The American Association of Law Libraries has 
for many years published statistics on law school li­
braries in their Law  Library Journal. The most re­
cent data published was for 1979-80 in volume 74, 
number 2 (Spring 1981). Since then there has been 
discussion of publishing the data somewhere else, 
though it would appear that the most recent deci­
sion is to continue to publish it in the Law  Library  
Journal. Data for 1981-82 has been submitted to 
the Journal but it is not known when or if it will be 
published.
