wired library

Wayne State University offi-
cially opened its new $35
million Undergraduate Li-
brary on September 12. On
opening day, the 300,429
square foot, three-story
building had 700 computers,

with an additional 700 access
points. The 2,700-seat facil-

ity, designed specifically
around the needs of fresh- —
man and sophomores, aims

to reduce the “library anxiety” often experienced
by first-time college students.

“Many of our students come from high
schools that have small libraries with very lim-
ited resources,” explained Patricia Senn Breivik,
dean of university libraries. “So, when they walk
into a large university library they may feel over-
whelmed. One of our goals is to make the li-
brary experience more comfortable and less
intimidating.”

The user-friendly facility has a snack area, a
television viewing area that professors can re-
quest specific programming for, a 24-hour study
facility, conference rooms, and a 150-seat au-
ditorium. The library also houses a new Office
for Teaching and Learning, a place where fac-
ulty can familiarize themselves with the latest
instructional technology; a drop-off copy cen-
ter; and a presentation software laboratory for
learning how to prepare computer-generated
visuals for papers and presentations.

The library also shares space
with a new bookstore operated
by Barnes & Noble. A main-floor
atrium area designated “Windows
on the Arts” will feature presen-
tations such as poetry readings,
scenes from plays, music en-
sembles, dance and art exhibi-
tions, and even a fencing dem-
onstration.

“Part of getting through the
college experience is enjoying it,”
said Breivik. “Yet, a great many
of our students have commit-
ments that prevent them from at-
tending cultural events. We’re im-
porting some of those things right

into the building so students
will literally be able to trip
over the arts.”

In keeping with the phi-
losophy behind the new build-
ing, Wayne traditional one-
credit freshman library skills
survival course has been rede-
signed, renamed “Information
Power,” and will be housed in
the new building.

New York history to be preserved
and accessible

New York University (NYU) and the New-York
Historical Society have agreed to preserve his-
torical documents about the history of New
York as well as 18th- and 19th-century America
and give greater pubic access to this material.

Under the terms of the agreement, NYU% dean
of libraries Carlton Rochell will oversee the catalog-
ing and preservation of the society’s library collec-
tions. In return, the catalog records describing these
collections will be included in NYUS Internet-based
online catalog, BobCatPlus.

Materials in the Historical Society’s collec-
tion include correspondence leading to the duel
between Aaron Burr and Alexander Hamilton,
the terms of surrender presented by Gen.
Ulysses S. Grant to Gen. Robert E. Lee, original
photos documenting construction of the city’s

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subway system, letters and papers from every
U.S. president from George Washington to
Franklin Delano Roosevelt, and 130,000 early
photographic prints, including many by Mat-
thew Brady.

This collaboration is made possible by a
$2.85 million grant from the Andrew W. Mellon
Foundation and a $300,000 gift from Madeline and
Kevin Brine. The funding will also enable the soci-
ety to extend its hours to five days a week, restor-
ing easy access for researchers and making the
society’s collections more fully available.

The Mellon grant will support the first three
years of an overall five-year project.

All collections will remain the property of the
New-York Historical Society. All work will be
done on the societys premises and all collec-
tions will remain located there. The collections
of prints, photographs, and architecture, now
administered by the society’s museum, will be
managed as part of the library and be relocated
to an area adjacent to the library.

The Historical Society also plans to create a
museum collections database through a project
that will create and assemble digitized images of
the museum’s collections. Eventually the library
and museum systems will have a seamless inter-
face so researchers can search books, visual ma-
terials, and museum objects simultaneously.

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Institutional priorities and faculty rewards

update

The June 1997 issue of C&RL News included
the draft statement prepared by the ACRL In-
stitutional Priorities and Faculty Rewards Task
Force (pp. 414-18). The statement is intended
to be ACRL’ contribution to the national In-
stitutional Priorities and Faculty Rewards
project, an initiative involving almost two
dozen disciplinary associations to date. In
addition to comments on the draft gathered
from ACRL members via e-mail, the task force
solicited feedback at a hearing held on June
28, 1997, at the ALA Annual Conference in
San Francisco. Suggestions focused primarily
on concerns that (a) the document might un-
intentionally imply that all of the functions
described should be expected of all librar-
ians, and (b) the document appeared to place
too much emphasis on teaching and not
enough on the range of activities often found
in promotion and tenure policies under the
category “Librarianship.”

The task force has modified the draft state-
ment in an attempt to address these concerns
and has forwarded the revised document to
be placed on the ACRL Web page (http://
www.ala.org/acrl.html). Those without Web
access may obtain a printed copy of the re-
vised statement from the task force chair, W.

The task force intends to
submit its final report to the ACRL Board of
Directors at the Midwinter Meeting in New
Orleans.

Subsequent to the ALA Annual Conference,
task force chair W. Bede Mitchell (Appala-
chian State University) and member Carol
Parke (Syracuse University) represented ACRL
at the Institutional Priorities and Faculty Re-
wards Summer Conference, July 17-20, 1997.
In addition to hearing progress reports on the
next round of disciplinary statements now be-
ing prepared, the conference attendees from
more than a dozen of the project's participat-
ing disciplinary associations began working on
guidelines for administrators, faculty, and col-
lective bargaining agents who are involved in
developing promotion, tenure, and merit pay
policies. The guidelines are intended for even-
tual publication and will focus on policies, pro-
cedures, and criteria by which faculty should
be evaluated in light of the work done by the
disciplines participating in the Institutional Pri-

However, if the
institution does own the item, an automatic
block prevents the patron from ordering the
article with library funds.

UnCover currently has 90 Gateways that rep-
resent hundreds of libraries, many of which use
Gateways through consortia. Three new fea-
tures have been added to the Gateway system:
SUMO (Subsidized UnMediated Ordering)
blocking on full-text databases, allowing librar-
ies to automatically block orders from full-text
databases, in addition to blocking orders from
locally owned print journals; individual cap lim-
iting for SUMO, allowing libraries to put a
dollar or article limit on the amount of total
subsidized orders for a particular group
of users; and remote patron validation,

The CIC is a consortium of 12 major teach-
ing and research universities in the Midwest,
and comprises the Universities of Chicago, Illi-
nois, lowa, Michigan, Minnesota, and
Wisconsin-Madison, as well as Indiana, Michi-
gan State, Northwestern, Ohio State, Penn State,
and Purdue Universities.

Oregon selects InfoTrac

A three-year plan to achieve statewide elec-
tronic resource sharing among Oregon’s librar-
ies has resulted in an agreement with Informa-
tion Access Company (IAC) to provide 28 public
and academic libraries with access to InfoTrac
SearchBank. The contract means that 64 per-
cent of Oregon’s population will gain access to
IAC’s General Reference Center, Expanded Aca-
demic Index, Health Reference Center, and
Business Index.

The Oregon Information Highway Project
was the impetus for the agreement with IAC.
In 1994, a group of public and academic librar-
ians began developing a plan to connect all
libraries to the Internet and to achieve broader
access to electronic resources by aggregating
demand throughout the state.

Deb Carver, associate university librarian at
the University of Oregon and liaison between
IAC and the Oregon database licensing task
force, said that working out the terms and con-
ditions of a consortium agreement among
county, city, and academic libraries was chal-
lenging, but most participants viewed the pro-
cess as an important investment. “We have
paved the way for future agreements and cre-
ated an infrastructure that will have major pay-
offs,” she reported.

Univ. of Puget Sound joins Orbis

The University of Puget Sound has become the
13th member of Orbis, a consortium of bacca-
laureate-granting public and private institutions
of higher education in Oregon and Washing-
ton. The Orbis consortium provides a union
catalog of the collective holdings of the partici-
pating institutions and a patron-initiated deliv-
ery system called Orbis Borrowing. Materials
requested are delivered via library courier
within 48 hours.

Orbis was established in 1993 with start-up
funds from the Meyer Memorial Trust. The con-
sortium is governed by a council consisting of
the library directors of the member institutions.
Orbis offices are housed at the University of
Oregon. Current members include: Eastern Or-

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Measuring change in academic libraries:
NCES starts something new

For many years, the National Center for Edu-
cation Statistics (NCES) has conducted a bi-
ennial Academic Libraries Survey (ALS) as
part of the Integrated Postsecondary Educa-
tion Data Survey (IPEDS). Data tables were
published but no comparative reports were
done. That situation changed this June with
the publication of The Status of Academic
Libraries in the United States: Resultsfrom
the 1990 and 1992 Academic Library Sur-
veys(NCES 97-413). This 28-page report, pre-
pared under contract by the American Insti-
tutes for Research, compares ALS data over
time (1990-92) and displays data using the
Carnegie classification.

The report focuses on the following seven
indicators:
Library Staff

¢ Library Staff/Student Ratios

¢ Libraiy Staff/Instructions Faculty

Ratios

Books, Serial Backfiles, and Other Print
M aterials

« Total Volumes Held

¢ Total Volumes Held per FTE Student

« Total Library Expenditures

¢ Library Share of Institutional Budgets

« Expenditures per FTE Student

These seven were chosen because they
are important but also because data were
available for both 1990 and 1992 from at least
70 percent of the IPEDS universe. Only insti-
tutions responding in both years were in-

annual research program at the ALA Annual Con-
ference in Washington, D.C. inJune 1998.

Use this opportunity to share with your col-
leagues recent research or works in progress
that address significant issues to science and
technology librarianship in its broadest sense.

Proposals will be selected through a blind
review process on the basis of timeliness, evi-
dence of scholarship, and relevance to science
and technology assembly.

An abstract not exceeding 250 words should
convey the title and purpose of the project, its
scope, methodology, conclusions, and rel-
evance to science and technology librarian-
ship. Priority will be given to papers that indi-
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cluded in the analysis. Values for 1992 are
shown together with percentage change in
those values since 1990.

Given the present rate of change in the
academic library community, it is hard to get
excited about statistics from 1990 and 1992, de-
spite the effective way they are presented in this
report. It is an important milestone, however, in
that it Is the first publication on academic libraries
from NCES that compares data from differentyears
and uses the Carnegie classification to organize
it. Work is already underway on another report,
this time by Mathematica, that will update
those seven indicators using data from the
1994 ALS, and will also do additional analy-
sis of 1994 data. John Minter Associates has
already used a preliminary file of 1994 data
from the individual states to produce several
publications.
