No rescissions

On October 22 it was leamned
that education and library
programs would not be on
the proposed rescission list
for defunding as part of Vice
President Gore’s “reinventing
government” initiative. All
Higher Education Act library
programs were on a list of
some 40 education programs
which the President was
about to ask Congress to

defund (even as Congress was completing ac-
tion to fund them). However, a last-minute de-
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cision to take all Department of Education pro-

grams off the rescission request list was made

at the White House.

Playing a key role in this
decision was the Commit-
tee for Education Funding,
a coalition in which ALA
participates. CEF held a se-
ries of meetings with mem-
bers of the administration
and Congress in attempts to
reverse the proposed rescis-
sions. Constituent letters of
protest were also helpful.
The administration asked Con-
gress to rescind programs
from other agencies, and
congressional amendments

designed to enlarge and deepen the budget
cuts could still threaten library programs.

Funding action completed
