Permanent paper standard
published

The National Information Standards Orga-
nization has announced the publication of
American National Standard Z39.48-1984,
Permanence of Paperfor Printed Library Mate-
rials. The standard is available for $5 from the
American National Standards Institute Sales
Department, 1430 Broadway, New York, NY
10018.

This standard establishes criteria for perma-
nence of uncoated papers. Paper which con-
forms to this standard’s requirements for pH,
alkaline reserve, and freedom from ground-
wood is anticipated to last several hundred
years in contrast to many of the papers now
commonly in use.

NISO expects that widespread adoption of
this standard for paper will significantly extend
the life of the published record and play a major
cultural role in preserving and transmitting
ideas, images, and information to present and
future generations.

The standard recommends that all publica-
tions printed on paper that meets the require-
ments should carry a statement and symbol of
compliance. The symbol is the mathematical
symbol denoting infinity set inside a circle.

NCES statistics available

The National Center for Education Statistics
has recently published Library Statistics of Col-
leges and Universities, 1982 (Summary Data).
It contains 65 tables which summarize statistics
from the NCES survey of colleges and universi-
ties in the fall of 1982. There isaggregated data
from over 3,000 institutions on topics such as
volumes held, number of periodical subscrip-
tions, volumes of government publications
held, microforms held, audiovisual materials
held, library operating expenditures, salaries of
library staff, number of staff, number of interli-
brary loans, number of hours the library is
open, and number of reference transactions.
There is also comparative data from the last
time this survey was done in 1979. This publica-
tion has 83 pages and is available from the U.S.
Superintendent of Documents for $3.25. The
stock number is 065-000-00216-7.

This volume can be used in conjunction with
Library Statistics of Colleges and Universities,
1982 Institutional Data, which is published by
ACRL. This volume is a result of the same sur-
vey by NCES and lists the data for the 3,000 col-
lege and university libraries which participated
on an institution-by-institution basis. It is possi-
ble, therefore, to compare the data from a sin-
gle institution as listed in the ACRL publication
with the medians for all institutions in the
NCES publication. Institutional Data is avail-
able from ACRL at a cost of $12 for ACRL
members and $15 for non-members. Send or-
