The following resolution was passed by the 
ACRL Board of Directors at the ALA Midwinter 
Meeting in honor of Hugh Atkinson (1933-1986), 
director of libraries at the University of Illinois, 
Urbana–Champaign, who passed away on October 
24, 1986.

W HEREAS, Hugh C raig Atkinson d istin ­
guished himself in academic and research library 
leadership, and

WHEREAS, His ideas on the organization of ac­
ademic libraries have significantly influenced aca­
demic and research librarians, and

WHEREAS, The impact of his leadership in the 
field of library automation has been felt by aca­
demic libraries of all sizes, and

WHEREAS, His contributions to cooperation 
among libraries of all types and sizes, in the State of

Illinois, nationwide, and internationally, are an 
inspiration to all, and

WHEREAS, His mentoring of individual aca­
demic and research librarians has enriched our 
profession immeasurably, and

WHEREAS, His untimely death on October 24 
has diminished academic and research librarian- 
ship; NOW BE IT THEREFORE

RESOLVED, That the members of the Associa­
tion of College and Research Libraries (American 
Library Association) recognize, express apprecia­
tion for, and call to mind the memory of Hugh 
Craig Atkinson for his outstanding contributions to 
the field of academic and research librarianship.

Adopted by the members and Board of Directors 
of the Association of College and Research L i­
braries, a division of the American Library Associ­
ation, January 17, 1987, in Chicago, Illinois. ■  ■

1988-89 Fulbright Scholar awards

The Council for International Exchange of 
Scholars has announced the opening of competi­
tion for the 1988-89 Fulbright grants in research 
and university lecturing abroad.

The awards for 1988-89 include more than 300 
grants in research and 700 grants in university lec­

turing for periods ranging from three months to a 
full academic year. There are openings in over 100 
countries and, in some instances, the opportunity 
for multi-country research is available. Fulbright 
Awards are granted in virtually all disciplines, and 
scholars in all academic ranks are eligible to apply.
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Applications are also encouraged from retired fac­
ulty and independent scholars.

Benefits include round-trip  travel for the grantee 
and, for most full academ ic year aw ards, one de­
pendent; m aintenance allowance to cover living 
costs of grantee and family; tu ition  allowance, in 
m any countries, for school-age children; and book 
and baggage allowances.

T he basic eligibility requirem ents for a F u l­
bright A w ard are U.S. citizenship; Ph.D . or com ­
parable professional qualifications; university or 
college teaching experience; and, for selected as­
signments, proficiency in a foreign language. A 
new  policy removes the lim it of tw o Fulbrigh t 
grants to a single scholar.

Application deadlines for the Awards are: June 
15, 1987 (for Australasia, India, and L atin  Am er­

ica, except lecturing aw ards to Mexico, Venezuela, 
and the C aribbean); Septem ber 15, 1987 (for Af­
rica, Asia, Europe, the M iddle East, and lecturing 
aw ards to Mexico, Venezuela, and the Caribbean); 
November 1, 1987 (for institutional proposals for 
the Scholar-in-Residence Program ); January  1, 
1988 (for Adm inistrators’ Awards in G erm any, Ja­
pan, and the United Kingdom; the Seminar in G er­
m an C ivilization; the NATO Research Fellow ­
ships; and the Spain Research Fellowships); and 
February  1, 1988 (for the France, Italy , and G er­
m any Travel-O nly Awards).

RBMS Preconference at Stanford

“Reconsidering Libraries and Scholarship: Spe­
cial Collections and New Directions in H um anities 
Research” is the them e of the Tw enty-E ighth Pre­
conference of the ACRL Rare Books and M anu­
scripts Section to be held June 23-26,1987, a t S tan­
ford  U niversity . T he papers w ill focus on the  
relationship between special collections and new 
directions in hum anistic scholarship.

In  recent years, scholars have broadened the 
conceptual boundaries of disciplines in the hum an­
ities, creating new fields of study and changing the 
nature of scholarly research. In  this new  setting, 
the role of traditional research m aterials such as 
rare books and m anuscripts is being re-exam ined, 
and m aterials once considered outside the scope of 
learned research are increasingly at its center.

Program  sessions of the Preconferenee will focus 
on the im pact of the changing natu re  of scholarship 
in special collections. Topics will include presenta­
tions by scholars and librarians on their use of spe­
cial collections, the nature and evolution of the 
concept of special collections in libraries, current 
research in bibliography, and the role of the special 
collections librarian  in scholarly research.

Speakers and their topics include: W .B. Carno- 
chan (Hum anities Center, Stanford University) on 
recent trends in hum anities scholarship; W illiam  
L. Joyce (Princeton University Library) on the con­
cept of special collections in libraries; D aniel H. 
Traister (University of Pennsylvania L ibrary) on 
the im pact of changing attitudes tow ard  the canon 
of accepted texts on rare book collection develop­
m ent; Jean E. H ow ard (English D epartm ent, Syr­
acuse University) on libraries and new movements 
in scholarship, especially feminism; Paul Needham  
(Pierpont M organ Library) on curren t scholarship 
in b ib liography and  rela ted  fields; C arl Degler 
(History D epartm ent, Stanford University) on re­

cent developments in historical research; and Paul 
S. Koda (Catholic University) on the role of special 
collections librarians in hum anistic research. Paul 
H. Mosher (Stanford University) and D avid H. 
Stain (Syracuse University) will sum m arize and re­
flect on the conference sessions.

The Preconference will open on Tuesday, June 
23, w ith a reception at Stanford University spon­
sored by the N orthern California C hapter of the 
A ntiquarian Booksellers Association of America. 
Additional receptions will be held on Thursday 
evening, June 25, at the offices of the Book Club of 
California and the C alifornia Historical Society.

Registration for the Preconference is lim ited to 
the first 250 applicants. The registration fee is $100 
for ACRL members and $140 for non-members. 
The deadline for registration is May 15, 1987. Late 
registrations will be accepted on a space-available 
basis after May 15 at an additional cost of $15 per 
person. Copies of the registration form can be ob­
