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University of Nevada, Reno, has received 
tw o m ajor gifts o f  m ore  th an  $90,000 from  
th e  E. L. C ord Foundation . T he gift will fund  
th e  estab lishm en t o f  a com puting  lab, a com ­
pu ting  h e lp  desk , a n d  a com puting  instruc­
tion  room  in th e  m ain  library. T he lab  is the 
largest general-access com puting  lab  o n  the  
cam pus. A nother m ajor gift from  Dr. an d  Mrs. 
Clinton C hase o f B loom ington, Indiana, es­
tab lish ed  th e  Patricia L. C hase Study Area, 
w h ich  includes a large room  for q u ie t study, 
several conference room s for g ro u p  study and  
sem inars, an d  an  in stru ction /teach ing  room  
for m ultim edia presen ta tions. Patricia Chase 
g ra d u a ted  from  th e  U niversity  o f  N evada, 
Reno, in 1957 w ith  a d eg ree  in psychology.

Anglo State University has received a gift 
o f $125,000 from  Eva C am unez T ucker for the  
W est T exas C ollection . M ost o f  th e  gift 
($100,000) will b e  u se d  to  start an  en d o w m en t 
fund. T he interest from  th e  e n d o w m en t will 
b e  u sed  fo r su p p lem en tin g  th e  salary o f  the  
individual in charge o f th e  collection  an d  
various form s o f collection  developm en t. The 
rem ain d er o f  th e  gift is for an  im m ediate 
salary  e n h an cem en t for th e  h e a d  o f  th e  
co llec tio n  a n d  fo r a one-y ear, part-tim e 
collections specialist.

The Democratic Party of Hawaii records 
(1960-90) have  b e en  acq u ired  b y  th e  Uni­
versity o f  H aw aii at M anoa. In m aking  the  
gift, th e  Party Chair, Ju d g e  W alter H een , rec­
og n ized  that th e  records w o u ld  com plem en t 
th e  library’s o th e r prim ary  source  m aterials 
relating to H aw aii’s political history since state­
ho o d . T hese include th e  gifts that form  the 
cornerstones o f the  library’s new ly established 
H aw aii C ongressional Papers Collection: the  
C ongressional Papers o f  Senato r Spark M. 
M atsunaga, d o n a te d  to  the  library by  his fam ­
ily in 1997, a n d  th e  C ongressional Papers o f 
Senator H iram  L. Fong, d o n a ted  by th e  Sena­
to r in  1998.
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Extensive collections of works by John Dos
Passos a n d  R ockwell K ent— as w ell as p u b li­
cations by  D ylan Thom as, W illiam Faulkner 
and  Jo h n  Barth— have b e en  d o n a ted  to  Jo h n s 
H opkins University by  alum nus Richard Frary. 
T he D os Passos co llection  includes th e  n o v ­
els M anhattan  T ransfer a n d  USA, dram a, p o ­
etry, history, an d  controversial w orks from  
every  stage o f  his career. A 1927 p am p h le t 
h e  w ro te  in su p p o rt o f Sacco a n d  Vanzetti is 
in c lu d ed  w ith  a 1959 b o o k  by  th e  conserva­
tive  W illiam F. B uckley Jr., fo r w h ich  D os 
Passos w ro te  an  in troduction . K ent’s collec­
tion  includes rep ro d u c tio n s o f  his pain tings, 
a catalog  o f  ra isonne  o f  his prints, an d  b o o k  
illustrations h e  c rea ted  fo r w riters as differ­
en t as Shakespeare , th e  ’20s hum orist G eorge 
C happell, an d  K ent him self. Also an  au th o r 
o f  nonfiction , K ent b a sed  his w o rk  o n  his 
p e rso n al ex p erien ce , a n d  p roofs o f  th e  p ic­
tu res  for o n e  o f  his bo o k s, N b y  E— an  ac­
co u n t o f  a voyage to  G reen lan d  in 1929—  
are  am o n g  th e  highlights o f  th e  collection.

A  collection of papers from the Blow fam­
ily, a  p ro m in en t fam ily in Southside, Virginia,

is o w n e d  by  the  College o f  W illiam a n d  Mary. 
T h e  co llec tio n  d o c u m e n ts  m ercan tile  an d  
plantation  life th rough  volum inous correspon­
d e n c e , le d g e rs , d ra w in g s , le g a l p a p e r s ,  
m em o ran d u m  bo o k s, bills a n d  receip ts, an d  
cov ers  severa l g e n era tio n s  o f  B low s from  
1750-1900. T he p e n  a n d  ink  ske tch  b e lo w  is 
o f  m erch an t an d  sh ip o w n er R ichard Blow  of 
“T ow er H ill,” in Sussex C ounty, Virginia. It is 
o n e  o f  a  n u m b er o f  orig inal ske tches from  
th e  B low  Fam ily Papers. ■
