e The Missouri Historical Society, St. Louis,
has begun construction of a new storage and con-
servation facility and renovation of the former
United HebrewTemple forits library and archives.
The new structure will provide 54,000 square feet
of secure, climate-controlled space for preserva-
tion ofthe Society’scollections. Conservation labo-
ratories, processing areas and research facilities are
planned, as well as related staff offices. The 1927
temple building, used by the United Hebrew
Congregation until September 17,1989, will house
the main library, archives, and pictorial history
collections with stacks, offices, and a community
meeting space. The total cost ofthe new construc-
tion and renovation is estimated to be $7.5 million.
Funding will come from the tax money received
from the History Museum Sub-district and from
private contributions.

» The Stanford University Libraries’ experi-
ence with the recent earthquake is excerpted from
aBITNET message of October 19, reprinted in the
Arizona State University Newsletter: “Braun Music

Center...had no structural damage, but the library
was a mess with books and other materials all over
the floor and one of our big card catalog units had
fallen over....Other library facilities on campus did
not hold up so well. There is major structural
damage in the old part of the main library which
houses all of the technical services [including]
preservation and special collections. It seems that
structural repairs to that building, if they can be
made at all, are likely to take a couple of years.
Planning is now going on for the best way to keep
the technical services operation functioning and
how best to extract all of the rare materials from
that building; no one is allowed to enter that build-
ing atthis pointsince itappears that the aftershocks
are making the building even less stable. The un-
dergraduate library and several of the other
branches are still closed pending further inspection
ofthe facilities for damage and asbestos problems.
| heard an estimate that a third to one half of the
books were knocked off the shelves library-wide.
So it looks like we have a major clean-up effort
ahead ofus and that [regular] workflow and receipt
of materials, binding, etc., may be disrupted for
some time.” [

Marilyn Guin, Oregon State University Li-
brary’s Hatfield Marine Science Center librarian,
received the Beaver Champion Award at the Uni-
versity Day ceremonies held in September in
Corvallis. Guin is the first librarian to receive the
coveted President’s Award, a cast-bronze statue
depicting a swimming beaver, the official Oregon
State University mascot. Guin has managed Hat-
field Marine Science Center Library in Newport,
Oregon, a branch of OSU Libraries, for 13 years.

Elinor M. Hashim, OCLC program director,
Special Libraries, Dublin, Ohio, received the first
Emerson Greenaway Distinguished Service Award
for Librarianship from the New England Library
Association (NELA) at its annual conference in
Springfield, Massachusetts. Hashim was nomi-

nated by NELA members and selected by its ex-
ecutive board for the award, named in honor of
Emerson Greenaway, former director of the Free
Library of Philadelphia and the Enoch Pratt Li-
brary in Baltimore, Maryland.

John B. Thomas has been named recipient of
the North Carolina Library Association’s 1989
Significant Contribution Award for his work in
preserving the Bienenstock Furniture Library col-
lection. Thomas, who is dean of learning resources
at Davidson County Community College, received
the award at the NCLAsbiennial conference held
October 11-13 in Charlotte. In addition to the
honor, Thomas will receive a $250 cash award. The
award is presented annually to a North Carolina
librarian who has made asignificant contribution to
his or her institution or to the profession. The
furniture project began in 1983 with a grant from
the North Carolina General Assembly and has
involved preserving the private collection of N. 1.
Bienenstock, founder and publisher of Furniture
World-Furniture South. Since 1973 the collection
has been housed inthe Bernice Bienenstock Furni-
ture Library in High Point. For years, designers,
scholars, and others who wished to use the books
had to visit the library in order to do so and these
rare books were being handled by increasing
numbers of people.

Thomas led DCCC in recognizing the value of
these materials and actively pursuing the preserva-
tion ofthe collection. Through micropublication of
the rarest and most representative volumes, the
College and Readex have attempted to preserve
the works and make the collection available to
interested readers throughoutthe world. Today the
microfiche collection, which retails for $9,450,
includes approximately 600 titles relating to the
history of furniture design, architecture, decora-
tion, style, manufacture, furniture and cabinet-
makers in Europe and America from the 1600s to
the early 20th century. Thomas joined the DCCC
staff in 1971. He is a 1964 graduate of Western
Carolina University and a 1971 graduate of Emory
University.

Herbert S. White, dean of the School of Li-
brary and Information Science (SLIS), Indiana
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University, Bloomington, has announced that he
will be resigning the deanship of the school effec-
tive September 1,1990, to return to a full time post
asprofessorin the school. In making the announce-
ment, Dean White stressed that this was in no way
to be looked on as a retirement, just a change in
emphasis. During the years of White’s term as
dean, the school has grown both in size and in
quality to become one of the top three or four
schools in the country.

White is the recipient ofthree research publica-
tion awards from the Special Libraries Association
(SLA) and his writings have also been recognized
by the Library Research Round Table and the
American Library Association (ALA) Resources
and Technical Services Division. His study on the
interaction between libraries and scholarly pub-
lishers was voted book ofthe year by the American
Society for Information Science (ASIS). He has
served as president of both SLA and ASIS, as well
as treasurer of the International Federation for
Documentation and aboard member ofthe Ameri-
can Federation of Information Processing Socie-
ties. He currently serves as a nationally elected
member ofthe ALA Council. He has recently been
honored by SLA in being named a Fellow, by ASIS
in being named a Pioneer, and by ALA in the
receiptofthe Melvil Dewey Medal for professional
contributions. Arecent study to identify perceived
leaders in the library profession named him as one
of 16 such individuals, and as the only educator in
the group at the time of selection.

Nellie L. Waltner has retired as assistant di-
rector for technical services and collection man-
agement' at North Carolina State University,
Raleigh. Waltner came to the NCSU Libraries in
1956 and worked in the Circulation Department
until 1962 when she left to enroll in the library
science graduate program at the University of
North Carolina at Chapel Hill. After receiving her
master’s degree, she rejoined the staffin 1969 as a
cataloger. In 1971 she succeeded Cyrus King as
head of the acquisitions department. She was ap-
pointed assistant director for technical services in
1984. In this position Waltner worked hard to lay
the groundwork for the automation of the acquisi-
tions and serials function. She leaves North Caro-
lina State University after 25 years of service.

Deaths

Hester M. Black, librarian and noted scholar
of modem Irish literature, died in late September.
Black was brought to the University of Kansas
Libraries, Lawrence, from Dublin in 1957 to cata-
log the W.B. Yeats Collection. After cataloging the
collection, mounting a major exhibition, and writ-
ing a catalog of the exhibition, Hester returned
home. She came back to Kansas later for atwo-year
term, which she spent cataloging English litera-
ture. While she was in the Catalog Department,
Hester setthe Libraries’all-time record for original
cataloging: over 700 titles in one month.

John T. Corrigan, CFX, executive director of
the Catholic Library Association (CLA), died on
August 12, 1989, in Louisville, Kentucky, after a
long illness. Corrigan served CLA as executive
director from July 1987, until April 1989. For 14
years prior to assuming the responsibilities of ex-
ecutive director, he was assistant to the executive
director of CLA and editor of Catholic Library
World, the official journal of the Catholic Library
Association. His career of 25 years was devoted to
the fields of education, communications, public
affairs, and program management, including: pro-
gram development with national and local profes-
sional associations; organization of support for
national standards in library and information sci-
ence and publishing; writing and editing books; and
planning, designing, and editing of a national li-
brary journal.

Clare Francis, a cataloger in York University’s
Scott Library since 1969, died on September 27.

GerdaH. Herritt,amember ofthe University
of California, Santa Barbara Cataloging Depart-
ment from 1965 to 1975, died at her home in Santa
Barbara on September 20. Herritt, who came to
the library from the UCSB Foreign Languages

Department via UCLA and the Library of Con-
gress, received her Ph.D. in Indology from the
University of Kiel, Germany. Her wealth of foreign
language expertise included Hindi, Sanskrit, Pali,
and Tibetan, as well as her large variety of modern
European languages. She cataloged Arabic lan-
guage and Special Collections materials. She as-
sisted in cataloging the Library’s Greek New Testa-
ment Collection, the foreign language portion of
the Marie Stopes Collection, and completed the
Spanish Inquisition Collection.

Robert C. Hersch, director of library services
at the Mary Livermore Library of Pembroke State
University, North Carolina, from 1980 to 1989,
died on October 19. Prior to working at Pembroke
he held a comparable position at Methodist Col-
lege in Fayetteville, North Carolina.

Eugene Holtman, associate professor emeritus
at Eastern Michigan University, Ypsilanti, died
October 24 in Ann Arbor after a brief illness. He
was 71. Holtman joined EMU in 1967 as assistant
librarian and was assistant director of the Center
for Educational Resources (now Learning Re-
sources and Technologies) when he retired in
1983. Prior to EMU he worked at Ohio State
University and at Southern Illinois University. His
MLS was from the University of Michigan.

Lillian H. Smoke, librarian emerita of Get-
tysburg College, died July 1, 1989, after a short
hospitalization. Smoke served as college librarian
from 1959 to 1974.

Benjamin Whitten, former college librarian of
Whittier College, died at the age of 82 on October
9. Whitten began his career at Whittier College as
assistant librarian in 1933, becoming college librar-
ian in 1940. He retired in 1974. During his time as
college librarian he twice oversaw relocation of the
library and reclassification from Dewey to Libraiy
of Congress.

Stephen G. Wolff, senior assistant librarian at
the University of Delaware Library, died on May5,
1989. Wolff served as a reference librarian with a
specialty in business from September 1985 until
September 1987 when he became too ill to con-
tinue working. He was active both in ACRL and in
RASD. Before his position at Delaware, Steve
worked as areference librarian at Trinity College in
Hartford, the Hartford Public Library, and the
Connecticut State Library. He received his MLS
from Simmons College in Boston, Massachusetts,
in May 1979. (N
