Preservation Library on campus, the addition
of a number of important special collections,
expansion of the grants program, and reorga-

nization of the library's internal structure.

Karen A. Hatcher, dean of Library Services
for the University of Montana (UM), has re-
tired after 31 years of service to UM. She
served as dean from 1990 to 1999. Hatcher
belonged to numerous national, regional, and
state professional organizations. She was
president of the Montana Library Association
(1989-90), the Pacific Northwest Library As-
sociation (1996-97), and was active in ALA's
Library Administration and Management As-
sociation and the Association for Library Col-
lections and Technical Services. During her
tenure as dean, the library’'s endowment was
significantly increased.

Deaths

Helen S. Butz, retired University of Michi-
gan (UM) Rare Books librarian, died June 12
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following an extended battle against
Parkinson’s disease and cardiac difficulties.
Butz worked in various capacities for the li-
braries of Princeton Theological Seminary and
Syracuse University; she retired from UM in
1989. A lifelong ALA member, Butz was ac-
tive in the Rare Books and Manuscripts Sec-
tion and was also a member of Beta Phi Mu
and Phi Kappa Phi.

Martha Friedman, associate professor of li-
brary administration at the University of Illi-
nois Library at Urbana-Champaign, died June
21, 2000. She served as history and philoso-
phy librarian for 34 years and devoted much
of her life to the academic community and
its issues, such as faculty governance, aca-
demic status for librarians, and collective
bargaining in higher education. Friedman
served in leadership positions for numerous
state and national organizations, including one
term as president of the American Associa-
tion of University Professors (1978-80), dur-
ing which she was instrumental in the pas-
sage of legislation that established the U.S.
Department of Education.

Henry G. McClernan, director of libraries
of the Montana Tech Library of the Uni-
versity of Montana, died June 8, 2000, in
Butte, Montana. Before being named Di-
rector of Libraries, McClernan held posi-
tions in the Montana Bureau of Mines and
Geology as an economic geologist, senior
research geologist, acting deputy director,
and acting director. He was also acting
dean and director of graduate studies and
research, director of alumni and institu-
tional affairs, and director of institutional
research for Montana Tech. In 1994, he
became acting director of the Tech Library,
and in 1995, university associate dean and
director of libraries. McClernan served as
an elected member of the Montana Legis-
lature and as a state library commissioner.
He has been an integral part of the Montana

University System for the last 31 years. =
