Children’s literature
Useful sites for teachers, librarians, and students

I n recent years, children’s literature has 
come to be considered a serious field of 
study. Information on the Internet has grea

increased access to materials in the field. Gen­
eral information on authors and supplemen­
tary teaching materials are readily available 
on the Web; a welcome addition for class­
room teachers and their students.

Still lacking, however, are the more schol­
arly critical and interpretative materials in 
children’s literature. The primary scholarly 
journals offer only limited content online or 
are available through subscription only. The 
serious student of children’s literature must 
not limit his or her research to Internet re­
sources only, but must continue to rely on 
the more traditional methods and resources 
for research.

This selective list of children’s literature 
sites should be of interest to the practicing 
teacher and librarian as well as to the stu­
dent and scholar of children’s literature. In­
tentionally excluded from this bibliography 
are Internet resources in the area of young 
adult and adolescent literature.

Discussion groups
• CHILD_LIT. Child_Lit is a very active, 

unmoderated discussion group devoted to 
children’s literature. Created at Rutgers Uni­
versity in November 1993, Child_Lit is de­

tly 

signed for anyone with an interest in the com­
bination of children and literature. The list 
members are well versed in the field of 
children’s literature, which makes for an ex­
cellent source of information, contacts, and 
ideas.

Com prehensive sites
• Carol Hurst’s Children’s Literature 

Site. Designed with the teacher in mind, this 
site is useful to all interested in the use of 
children’s literature as an educational and 
entertaining tool. Features include book re-
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views, the use o f children’s literature in the 
curriculum, authors and illustrators, and pro­
fessional topics. Nice features include the 
search function and e-mail update option. 
Though the advertising on the pages may 
distract some, the content is useful and mer­
its attention.

• Children’s Literature Web Guide. This 
is the premiere site for children’s literature 
resources on the Web. David K. Brown, Uni­
versity o f Calgary, has constructed a com ­
prehensive, well-organized, and searchable 
site dedicated to children’s literature. Brown 
includes resources for teachers, parents, sto­
rytellers, writers, and illustrators. A nice fea­
ture is the “Douchette Index of Teaching Ideas 
for Children’s Books,” an index to books and 
Web sites that contain useful teaching sug­
gestions.

With a focus on 
children’s literature in education, this site is 
part o f the Internet School Library Media 
Center Web site and was developed by Inez 
Ramsey at Jam es Madison University.

Numerous links to children’s litera­
ture sites are represented, plus some links 
for libraries and museums. Van Camp main­
tains a useful section that contains informa­
tion about authors o f children’s literature, 
which can benefit scholars of the genre. This

Aw ards. Collectively these pages give infor­
mation about some of the most important 
book awards in children’s literature. The 
Randolph Caldecott Medal1 is awarded to the 
artist o f the most dis­
tinguished American 
p ictu re  b o o k , the 
Newbery Medal to the 
author o f the most 
distinguished contri­
bution to American 
literature for children, 
and the Coretta Scott 
King Award to authors 
and illustrators of Af- 
rican descent whose 
distinguished books 
prom ote an under­
standing and appre­
ciation o f the “Ameri­
can Dream.” The pages give background in­
formation on the awards and a comprehen­
sive list o f award-winning titles.

• de G rum m ond C hildren’s L iterature  
C o lle ctio n . Located at the University of 
Southern M ississippi, the de Grummond 
Children’s Literature Collection is a reposi­
tory and research center for the study of 
children’s literature. The collection is com ­
posed of original illustrations, manuscripts, 
and published books that focus on American 
and British child ren’s literature. T he de 
Grummond Collection is the main repository 
for the works o f Ezra Jack Keats and con­
tains numerous galleys, illustrations, and in­
formation. The collection is expanding with 
each passing year, as evidenced by the re­
cent addition o f H. A. Rey materials. This site 
is an excellent example for other special col­
lection depositories to follow. Not only will

Developed to 
accompany P leasu res o f  C h ild r en ’s L itera­
ture, 2nd edition by Perry Nodelman, this 
site includes a bibliography o f books and 
journal articles from the 1st edition of the 
same title. During publication of the 2nd 
edition, Nodelman revised and updated the 
bibliography, and made it available via the 
Web. While not a “critical” evaluation of 
children’s literature per se, this site may 
lead to print resources of interest to schol­
ars and students. Nodelman’s intention is 
to publish a 3rd edition o f P leasu res  o f  
C hildren  ’s  Literature, and we anticipate ad­
ditional work and information on the Web.
