C o m p iled  by  A ndrew  K olesar, gift a n d  ex­
change librarian, this first supplem ent continues 
th e  bibliography in listing an additional 170 im ­
prin t titles to the  original 1,059 listed in th e  first 
edition o f the  bibliography. An author, title, and 
subject index accompany th e  bibliography.

American C enter. Known as th e  Hispanic Ameri­
can Periodicals Index (HAPI), the new reference 
work is an exhaustive index of som e 250 scholarly 
journals of Latin American interest.

The publication o f HAPI is a m ajor contribu­
tion to the  study of Latin America, cen te r officials

believe , since HAPI b rings to g e th e r vital facts 
form erly buried  in periodical lite ra tu re  on th ree  
continents.

HAPI covers all m ajor disciplines of th e  social 
sciences and hum anities. It indexes not only arti­
c les b u t  songs; poem s; b ib lio g ra p h ie s ; book, 
dram a, and film review s; archeological site re ­
ports; and m ore. I t also includes journals p u b ­
lished in E urope, Latin Am erica, and the  U nited  
States, in seven m ajor languages.

Most index headings are in English; exceptions 
in c lu d e  p ro p e r  n am es an d  c o n c e p ts , such  as 
“m achism o,” for w hich no com m only accep ted  
transla tion  has been  es tab lished . T he index  is 
p ro d u ced  w ith  th e  la tes t d a ta-based  co m p u ter 
technology.

The first volum e of HAPI, now available, cov­
ers journals pub lish ed  in 1975, a lthough som e 
bear earlier dates because o f delayed or irregular 
pu b lica tio n  sc h ed u le s . T h e  second  v o lum e of 
HAPI, which covers 1976, will be  pub lished  in 
th e  fall. A th ird  volum e, covering 1977, will be  
issued in th e  spring of 1979.

F unded  by a grant from th e  National Endow ­
m en t for the  H um anities, th e  index is expected 
to becom e self-supporting, ed ito r B arbara G. Cox 
said.

•  T he U niversity o f Illinois G raduate School of 
Library Science has ju st released No. 131 in its 
series o f Occasional Papers: Inter-Indexer Consis­
tency Studies, 1954-1975: A Review o f  the Litera­
ture and Summary o f  Study Results. A uthored by 
Law rence E. Leonard, library services program  
officer for the  U .S. Office of Education, Region 
IX, this paper discusses studies that m easure the 
level of consistency of index term  assignm ent by 
two or m ore indexers and by one indexer upon 
reindexing a docum ent.

This paper will be  o f particular in terest to any 
professional librarian as a guide to evaluating cur­
ren t cataloging system s in e ith er large or small 
libraries. T he adm inistrator will find a com plete 
overview of the  various approaches to consistency 
study in L aw rence’s discussion of the  crite ria  and 
re su lts  o f s tu d ie s  p e r fo rm e d  b y  e m in e n t r e ­
searchers. T he appendix is a concise analysis and 
com parison of th irty -fo u r stud ies co n d u c ted  in 
the  last 25 years.

velopm ent of the  collection at Harvard, as well as 
a com prehensive index. The catalog dem onstrates 
the  bread th  of the  university’s Slavic collection, 
especially  th e  recen t pro liferation  w ith in  it of 
Ukrainian and related  m aterials, 60 p ercen t of 
which have been acquired in the  last ten  years.

F o rm e rly  know n as th e  
A m erican Classics Facsim ile Series, th e  series 
features docum ents that are o f special value to

scholars of American history.
The seventh publication in the series is a re ­

po rt by special U .S . com m issioner C harles A. 
W etm o re  on th e  M ission Indians o f  Southern  
California. Originally published in W ashington, 
D C ., by th e  G o v e rn m e n t P rin tin g  O ffice in 
1875, W etm ore’s rep o rt told of th e  “condition 
and necessities” o f the mission Indians. W etm ore 
investigated the Indians’ “presen t m ode of life as 
com pared with th e  past” and found there  w ere 
m any co nd itions n e ed in g  co rre c tio n . H e  su g ­
gested solutions that included education and de­
te rm in a tio n  of th e  righ ts o f Ind ians to p ub lic  
lands.

Volume eight of the  N orthridge Facsimile Se­
r ie s  co n c e rn s  th e  r ig h ts  o f  a n o th e r  g ro u p  o f 
Americans. Francis Parkm an, the  historian most 
noted  for his book on th e  O regon Trail, w rote a 
trea tise  e n title d  Some o f  the Reasons against 
Woman Suffrage. The treatise was prin ted , the 
cover states, "at the  request of an association of 
w om en.” W riting with the  certainty that only a 
n in e te e n th -c e n tu ry  m an cou ld  have, Parkm an 
states firmly that women “m ust always be  subject 
to  restric tions unknow n to th e  o th e r  sex” b u t 
does no t explain the  basis o f h is opinion. His 
final, irrefutable argum ent against w om en taking 
part in governm ent is that “everybody knows that 
the  physical and m ental constitution of woman is 
m ore delicate than  in the o th er sex." His asser­
tion that “m ost w om en are averse” to w om en s 
suffrage is an argum ent that is still being given 
by antifem inists today.

•  M cM aster U niversity L ibrary has p repared  a 
w orking paper on a project to convert re trospec­
tive catalog ing  reco rd s in to  m ach in e -re ad ab le  
form, which is to becom e part of a repo rt for the 
UNICAT/TELECAT consortium .

It has, how ever, th e  indefinable quality  of a 
working paper that could be  of in terest to those 
libraries that are undergoing thoughts of, or have 
s ta r te d , te rm in a tin g  th e i r  c a rd  ca ta lo g s and  
changing over to m icroform  and com pu terized  
catalogs.
