Internet use increases
Using data gathered in the Census Bureau’s Current Population Survey, a study 
by the National Telecommunications and Information Administration and the 
Economics and Statistics Administration found that “the rate of growth in Internet 
use in the United States is currently two million new Internet users per month.” 
There were 143 million Internet users (53 9 percent of the population) in the 
United States in September 2001, compared to 116.5 million in August 2000 
(44.5 percent). Usage by individuals in the “lowest-income households (those 
earning less than $15,000 per year)” increased at an annual rate of 25 percent, 
while usage by “individuals in the highest-income households (those earning 
$75,000 per year or more)” increased at a rate of only 11 percent. Among young 
adults (18-24 year old) attending school or college, 85 percent use the Internet, 
“compared to 51.5 percent of those who are not in school.”
