National digital strategy
In December 2000, the U.S. Congress appro-
priated funds for the Library of Congress (LC)
to work with other federal, scholarly, and non-
profit organizations to develop a national strat-
egy for the preservation of digital information.
LC commissioned the Council on Library and
Information Resources (CLIR) to prepare back-
ground papers; conduct interviews with indi-
viduals in the technology, business, entertain-
ment, academic, legal, archival and library
communities; and prepare a report summariz-
ing the results. CLIR and LC have now pub-
lished the summary report and background pa-
pers as Building a national strategyfor digital
presensation: issues in digital media archiving.

Emergency rueda
The Heritage Emergency National Task Force
has released Rueda de salvamentoy respuesta
ante emergencias, the Spanish-language ver-
sion of its Emergency Response and Salvage
Wheel. These round sliding-window charts
provide easy-to-use information for dealing
with emergencies that threaten cultural collec-
tions. Side 1 of the wheel is devoted to emer-
gency response, and side 2 is devoted to sal-
vage. Each wheel comes in a resealable plastic
bag with instructions in Spanish and English.
Heritage Preservation will distribute 15,000
wheels free-of-charge to libraries, archives, and
cultural institutions in Puerto Rico and parts of
the U.S. with large Spanish-speaking popula-
tions. Nonprofit organizations that do not au-
tomatically receive a free wheel may request
one from Heritage Preservation, 1730 K Street,
NW, Suite 566, Washington, D.C. 20006-3836;
