Deaths

Robert E. Cazden, 71, professor emeritus of li-
brary science at the University of Kentucky, has
died. He was a member of the American Histori-
cal Society, the American Antiquarian Society, and
the German-American Research Association. He
won numerous awards throughout his career and
published several books and papers.

Kenneth A. Lohf, 77, who retired in 1993
after a 40-year career with Columbia Univer-
sity Libraries, died May 9 in New York City
after complications from
a stroke. Featured in the

New York Times upon .

his retirement for his

remarkable contribution L 4

to rare book and spe- # '
cial collections, Lohf
was also a published
poet, literary scholar,
bibliographer, and col-
lector. As Columbia’s
Rare Book and Manu-
script Library (RBML) di-
rector for 25 years, Lohfs service to the collec-
tions doubled their size to a half-million
volumes and 26-million manuscript items.
Among those were thousands of letters from
authors like William Faulkner, James Joyce,
Sinclair Lews, and Eugene ONeill; medieval
manuscripts; and a 4,000-year old Babylonian
cunneform tablet. During his tenure, RBML un-
derwent a 3-million dollar renovation, the
money for which Lohf nearly single-handedly
raised. He also served for 20 years as secre-
tary-treasurer of the Council of the Friends of
the Columbia Libraries.

Christie Vernon, 78, longtime ALAand ACRL
member and Washington Office supporter,
has died. Vernon was passionate about li-
brary legislative advocacy, political issues, and
process. She was a member of ALA’s Com-
mittee on Legislation, chairing its Privacy

Government Relations, which was pub-
lished by ALA in 1990. On a national level,
Vernon was appointed to the National Plat-
form Committee of the Democratic Party
on several occasions and served as a del-
egate to numerous Democratic National
Conventions. She was founder of the Pen-
insula Democratic Women and president
of the Virginia Federation of Democratic
Women (1992-94). Vernon was the librar-
ian at St. Leo’s College from 1986 until her
retirement in June 2001. Prior to that, she
was director of the library at Thomas Nelson
Community College from 1970 to 1986. She
also held positions at a number of public li-
braries across the country. m
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
