S haron Anne Hogan, d irector of the Troy 

Middleton Library, Louisiana State University 
(Baton Rouge, LA 70803), is the forty-eighth presi­
dent of the Association of College and Research Li­
braries. During her one-year term of office, she 
will preside over the ACRL Board of Directors and 
the ACRL Executive Committee. She will chair 
the ACRL Conference Program Planning Com­
mittee for the 1986 ALA Annual Conference in 
New York and will plan ACRL’s major program at 
the conference.
