The National Commission on Excellence in
Education was established in August 1981 by
Secretary of Education T.H. Bell to improve
the quality of American education. The Com-
mission is charged with making recommenda-
tions to the nation and to the Secretary on pro-
moting excellence in public and private schools
and in colleges and universities. A series of six
hearings was held throughout the United States
and ACRL members testified on the contribu-
tion libraries can make to excellence in educa-
tion at two of the hearings.
