ULS activities in 1985-86.

I n  an effort better to comm unicate with the many 
members of the University Libraries Section, the 
U LS Steering C om m ittee agreed at its m eeting 
during Annual Conference to utilize C b R L  N ew s  
rather than tax the resources of A C RL for an addi­
tional section newsletter. The summary of section 
activities that follows is brief; the chair welcomes 
any questions or responses.

Steering C om m ittee A ppointm ents. K aren 
Seibert, University o f North C arolina, and Patricia 
Swanson, University of Chicago, have been ap­
pointed to serve three-year terms on the Steering 
Committee. They join  Ju lia Woods, Florida Inter­
national University; Leon Raney, South D akota 
State University; Murray M artin, Tufts University; 
and Ja n ice  K oyam a, U niversity of C aliforn ia , 
Berkeley, as members-at-large. Donna Goehner, 
W estern Illinois University, has been elected vice- 
chair/chair-elect, and M artha Bowen, University 
of Louisville, has been appointed ULS liaison to the 
A C RL Board of Directors.

Section Review Committee. Cynthia D uncan, 
past U LS chair, will be holding a hearing during 
the ALA Midwinter Meeting on Sunday, January 
19, from 9 :30  to 11:00 a.m . The hearing will pro­
vide the opportunity for all members to participate 
in setting the Section’s objectives and directions for 
the coming years. Are your interests being served? 
Are there issues for which you think the University 
Libraries Section should serve as the forum for dis­
cussion? Is there work to be done on certain na­

tional projects of interest to all university libraries? 
Should there be working committees within the 
University Libraries Section? Come and join in the 
discussion, and help make our section responsive to 
your interests.

Standards for University Libraries Review Com­
mittee. Kent Hendrickson, University of Nebraska, 
Lincoln, has agreed to chair this im portant com ­
m ittee. T h e  Standards, approved by A C R L in 
1979, will be reviewed and recommendations for 
changes and updating will go to the Standards and 
A ccred itation  C om m ittee for review  and u lti­
m ately to the A C RL Board for ratification. During 
the Midwinter Meeting the Com m ittee will hold a 
hearing on Sunday, January 19, from 2:00  to 4:00 
p .m . Copies of the current Standards are available 
from the A CRL O ffice at no charge for those who 
wish to participate in the review. They were last 
published in C &R L  N ew s, April 1979, pp. 101-10. 
Kent welcomes any written comments, and your 
presence at the hearings w ill help the Committee 
determine the focus of their review and a sense of 
the community’s need for updating the Standards.

The Mission of an  U n dergrad uate L ib rary  
(Model Statement). T he U LS Steering Com m ittee 
accepted the excellent report subm itted by the 
Com m ittee, chaired by Thom as Fry, th at was 
charged w ith review ing and updating the 1979 
A C R L  M ission  o f  th e  U n d erg ra d u a te  L ib r a r y  
M od el S tatem en t, and forwarded it to the A CRL 
Standards and Accreditation Com m ittee. Anyone

ULS Application for ALA Goal Award. Despite 
the excellent work done by Donna Goehner’s com ­
m ittee, the U LS proposal to sponsor a program on 
“Perform ance Measures for Academic Libraries” 
was not accepted for an award this year. The pro­
posal for a Pre-Conference program included dis­
cussion of “Output Measures for Public Libraries: 
A Manual Standardizing Procedures,” and discus­
sions on perform ance measures for public and tech­
nical services in academ ic libraries.

ACRL Statistics (1983-1984): A Compilation of 
Statistics from Eighty-Six Non-ARL University L i­
braries. Thanks to the efforts of Sandy W hiteley, 
formerly on the A C R L staff, this useful compila­
tion was published in the Spring of 1985 and is now 
available from the A C R L O ffice ($12 for members, 
$15 for non-members). T he future of this publica­
tion, intended for pu blication every tw o years, 
now depends on the outcome of the new Board- 
appointed Com m ittee on Statistics, which will re­
view the statistics-gathering and publishing role of 
A C RL in light of the efforts of the Association to 
support the federally-funded H E G IS studies. Any 
thoughts you have about the im portance of the ’86 
report and A C R L ’s involvement in statistics should 
be fowarded to A C RL President Sharon A. Hogan, 
Louisiana State University, Baton Rouge.

Final W ords. As chair of A C R L ’s largest and 
most diverse section, I find it difficult to be able to 
know intuitively (or rationally, for that matter) 
w hat the Section’s agenda should be. There has 
been a recent proliferation of discussion groups 
that have seemed to attend adequately to the inter­
ests of most university librarians.

The pa­
pers will focus on the development and use of 
special collections in costume and fashion, the 
fine arts, theatre, dance, music, and architec­
ture, as well as the role of the antiquarian book 
trade in these activities.

T h e  speakers w ill include: L u cien  G old­
schm idt, proprietor o f Lucien Goldschm idt, 
In c .; R ichard M artin, executive director of the 
Shirley Goodman Resource C enter, Fashion 
Institute of Technology; Ruth M ortimer, cura­
tor of rare books, Sm ith College; Jeanne T . 
Newlin, curator of the Harvard Theatre Col­
lection ; G enevieve O sw ald, cu rator of the 
D ance Collection at the New York Public L i­
brary; Harold E .
