The Council on Library and Information Re­
sources (CLIR) recently published Stephen 
E. Ostrow’s “Digitizing Historical Pictorial 
Collections for the Internet.” This report con­
siders the impact of digital technology on 
traditional pictorial collections and the ways 
in w hich it may be used to advantage. 
Ostrow specifically addresses the nature of 
pictorial collections as primary research ma­
terials and how digital surrogates can affect 
that use, with particular attention to digital 
selection criteria, image resolution, and cre­
ation of metadata. A detailed digital project 
planning checklist and a summary of copy­
right and other restrictions applicable to im­
ages published on the Internet, prepared 
by Library of Congress staff, are also included.

Update on Bookkeeper mass 
deacidification process
In January 1998, the Library of Congress (LC) 
awarded Preservation Technologies Limited 
Partnership (PTLP), owners of the Book­
keeper mass deacidification process, a four- 
year contract. This follows a two-year lim­
ited production contract, which deacidified 
100,000 books. The new contract not only 
calls for deacidification of 250,000 to 275,000 
books at PTLP’s plant in Cranberry, Penn­
sylvania, but also for PTLP to provide sup­
port services at the library. PTLP staff will, 
under the supervision of LC staff, pull, pack, 
ship, and reshelve books selected for treat­
ment. The LC will continue its evaluation of 
the Bookkeeper process, particularly for 
nonbook paper formats, and has generously 
offered to act as a demonstration site, so 
staff from other cultural institutions may 
learn about the administrative aspects of a 
large-scale deacidification project.

In March 1998, the State Archives of the

Netherlands selected Bookkeeper as its dea­
cidification process. They, in conjunction 
with the TNO Center for Paper and Board 
Research, will also continue to evaluate the 
effectiveness of the process, particularly for 
h o m o g e n e ity  o f tre a tm e n t, pH lev el 
achieved, and alkaline reserve deposited.

The system requires either tempo­
rary or permanent registration options, with 
user ID’s and passwords, and limits access 
according to registration level. It provides a 
somewhat mind-boggling number of search 
limitations for several databases, including 
FARS (fatal accident reporting), SEER (Sur­
veillance, Epidemiology and End Results), 
CDP (Chronic Disease Prevention), and IRIS 
(Injury Research Information Service). Data 
use restrictions are clearly listed and user 
support is available. A huge resource list to 
other sources is also included, sorted by pro­
tocol (ftp, gopher, http, mailto, telnet, etc.).

Training, employment, and funding op­
portunities round out the site. They include 
fellowships, research, training, grants, resi­
dencies, and conferences. The CDC has de­
veloped a com plex and seemingly inex­
haustible site of information that success­
fully and artfully achieves its mission and
