Rem em ber that at any given tim e there are only 
a limited num ber of vacancies on ACRL’s commit­
tees, sections, and editorial boards. I f  at first you 
don’t succeed in obtaining an appointm ent, try 
again. Make yourself known to committee chairs by 
sitting in on meetings, volunteering to help with 
com m ittee projects, etc. I f  com m ittee chairs see 
that you are interested in the work of their commit­
tees, they may recom m end your name to the ap­
propriate appointing body when a vacancy occurs.

SPICE programs in Nebraska

T h e  University of Nebraska at Lincoln

(UNL) held its second annual SPICE
(Summer Pre-College Instruction and Career
Experience) program in June 1989. Theweek-long
program, coordinated by the university’s Multi-
Cultural Affairs Office, is designed to promote the
value of higher education to tenth- and eleventh-
grade racial minority students in Nebraska by giv­
ing them  a sense of what a college education in­
volves. It is also designed to provide information
about career opportunities in the various disci­
plines. This year the libraries joined with eight
other colleges, four departm ents, and two vice-
chancellor’s offices at UNL to provide programs
and workshops for the students. In 1988 students
who would be entering the tenth  grade attended

 

 
 
 
 
 
 

 

 
 
 
 

the SPICE program. In 1989, these same students 
were invited along with a new group of tenth 
graders. The sixty-one students in 1989 were di­
vided into two groups by grade. Each group in­
cluded an equal mix of racial m inorities, as well as 
an equal num ber of males and females. These 
Nebraska students came from a wide variety of 
backgrounds. Some were from Omaha and Lin­
coln, while others were from rural areas. They also 
had different levels of academic achievement and 
school involvement.

Planning for the program began in February 
1989. Campus-wide SPICE meetings were held 
monthly with the representatives of each college 
involved in the program. Each college or depart­
m ent could choose to conduct either a three-hour
