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which houses, in addition to the Sibley Library on 
its three top floors, commercial stores, restaurants, 
and office space. The complex also includes an 
indoor atrium and an outdoor public plaza that will

accommodate community arts performances and 
exhibitions. W ith a collection of over half a million 
items, the new library now takes up approximately 
50,000 square feet. ■  ■

Alkaline paper at Tulane

This fall, Francis L. Lawrence, academic 
vice-president and provost at Tulane Univer­
sity, is sending out a memo to deans, directors 
and departm ent heads, informing them  of the 
availability and choice o f acid-free paper, 
thanks to university librarian Philip E. Lein- 
bach. The copy center and bookstore are also 
changing their signage, order forms, and infor­
mation available from clerks so that individuals 
can make a conscious decision when choosing 
paper as to w hether or not it will be acid-free.

It all started when Leinbach sent a one-page 
memo to Lawrence regarding “Publications on 
Perm anent Paper.” His statem ent of the prob­
lem and suggestions for action tie in well with 
the national preservation program:

“Research libraries are engaged in a massive 
effort to preserve books that in the last hundred 
years have been printed using acidic paper and 
are now crum bling away. Using both private 
and public funds, program s to capture the 
contents of millions of volumes are well under­
way.

“At the same tim e we m ust forestall future 
problem s by printing today’s books on perm a­
nent paper (also called ‘alkaline’ or non-acidic 
paper), I am requesting your support in several 
ways.”

Leinbach then went on to ask that the faculty 
be inform ed of the im portance of perm anent 
paper and that they be encouraged to require 
publishers of their articles and books to use 
such paper, that there be a policy decision that 
all university publications of enduringvalue be 
prin ted  on perm anent paper, and that persons 
responsible for sources of paper make perm a­
nent paper available at the university.

ACRL’s Choice magazine is now adding 
acid-free paper inform ation to  the biblio­
graphic entries that accompany their book 
reviews. Choice will report w hether the book 
that is sent out for review is prin ted  on alkaline 
paper. The information will be taken either 
from the book itself or from the LC MARC 
record.— Commission on Preservation and  
Access Newsletter, July 1989.

O ther 
endearing features of this program are its ability to 
calculate the distance and bearings betw een any 
two cities, compare time zones across the country, 
find the location of any five-digit zip code or three- 
digit area code, and instantly show U . S. maps color- 
coded to the statistic you are in terested in. State 
maps are also available that display populated 
places, features, and elevations. The program has 
the ability to export data to an ASCII or Lotus 1-2- 
3 file and export graphics to a .PCX file readable by 
most graphics or desktop publishing packages. It 
requires a minimum of 5 l2K  RAM and supports 
Hercules monochrome, CGA, EGA and VGA dis­
plays for IBM PC/XT/AT/PS2 or compatibles. 
M acintosh and Apple II versions are now under 
development.
