Achievement and distinguished
service awards

¢ Excellence in Academic Libraries
Award (sponsored by Blackuwell’s Book Services):
$3,000 for each type-of-library award (college, com-
munity college, and university). Recognizes academic
libraries that are outstanding in furthering the edu-
cational missions of their institutions.

¢ Academic or Research Librarian of
the Year Award
(sponsored by YBP
Library Services):
$3,000 award. Rec-
ognizes an out-
standing member
of the academic or
research library
profession.

e Hugh C.
Atkinson Me-
morial Award
