CALIPR available in Spanish

Calipr, the preservation planning software de-
veloped in 1989 by the Conservation Department
ofthe University of California, Berkeley, isnow
available in Spanish. It is an automated expert
system that uses statistical sampling techniques
and a survey questionnaire to evaluate condition,
risk, and value of collections in order to deter-
mine appropriate preservation actions.
