Shuman (279 pages, Octo-
ber 1993), presents 60 sce-
narios for online searching
and tracks them step-by-step
through the search process
to successful resolution. The
case studies involve science
and technology, life sci-
ences, political and legal is-
sues, business, and the hu-
manities. Each case poses a
question— such as “What is
the profitability of the tan-
ning-salon business?”— and follows it with a
sample reference interview, strategy formula-
tion, discussion, selection of DIALOG files to
query, a search algorithm, search results, and
an evaluation of its success. The emphasis is
on practical, systematic, and cost-effective strat-
egies.

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The Encyclopedia of Evolution, by Rich-
ard Milner (483 pages, December 1993), is a
trade paperback edition of the hardcover pub-
lished by Facts-on-File in 1991. If you missed
the first edition, you might want to purchase
this informative guide to the concepts, discov-
eries, and people associated with evolutionary
theory. The 650 essays cover the entire breadth
of biology from mitochondrial DNA to Homo
sapiens, as well as creationism, genetic engi-
neering, bipedalism, social Darwinism, and di-
nosaurs. This edition includes updates on the
rainforest crisis, the Alvarez theory of dinosaur
extinction, and the evolution of whales.

The Encyclopedia of the Peoples of the
World, edited by Amiram Gonen (703 pages,
November 1993), identifies the history, loca-
tion, religion, language, economy, and social
structure of more than 2,000 contemporary
peoples and ethnic groups. If you find yourself
puzzled by references in anthropological pub-
lications to “ethnobotany of the Savar” that as-
sume everyone knows who and where the
Savar are, this encyclopedia will enlighten you.
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It also examines regional
variations among more fa-
miliar heterogeneous peo-
ples, such as the Italians,
Chinese, and Americans. The
entries are supplemented
with 250 black-and-white
maps and photographs, and
three 16-page color inserts.
The photographs alone por-
tray a wealth of information
on facial structure, costume,
art, architecture, food, and
environment. A comprehen-
sive index provides see and
see-also references.

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Full Duty: Vermonters in the Civil War,
by Howard Coffin (376 pages, 1993), chronicles
the experiences and exploits of Vermont citi-
zens in the battles and campaigns and on the
homefront. Borrowing heavily from contempo-
rary diaries, journals, letters, and reminiscences,
Coffin follows the Vermont units throughout
the war and comments on the battle sites as
they appear today. Well-illustrated and well-
written, this book is a noteworthy addition to
Civil War collections.
