T h e  C ra ft  o f  R e s e a r c h , by W ayne C. B ooth , 
G reg o ry  G. C olom b, a n d  Jo s e p h  M. W illiam s 
(329 p ag es , 2d  ed ., M arch 2003), co m p le te ly  
updates the  1995 edition by  incorporating new  
electronic sources a n d  im proving the  sections 
o n  ev idence an d  visual represen tation  o f data. 

Like its p redecesso r, 
this handbook  guides 
t h e  r e s e a r c h e r  
th rough  th e  stages o f 
framing and develop­
in g  a to p ic  th a t w ill 
interest an  audience, 
sta ting  a n  a rg u m en t 
clearly and  defending 
it w i th  lo g ic  a n d  
proper evidence, and 
w riting  a final rep o rt 
(a fte r severa l drafts) 
that is clear, convinc­

ing, an d  readable. Following m ost o f the  ch ap ­
ters a re  “qu ick  tip s” o n  such  m atters as finding 
a topic, disagreeing w ith sources, qualifying an 
argum ent, and  using quotation an d  paraphrase. 
T he final sec tion  includes so m e o b se rv atio n s 
o n  the  ethics o f research, a postscript for teach­
e rs , a n d  a  list o f  e sse n tia l so u rc e s  o n  m ajo r 
topics. $30.00.

I llu s tr a te d  D ic t io n a r y  o f  A u to m o b ile  B o d y  
S ty le s, by Lennart W. Haajanen (165 pages, Feb­
ruary 2003), is o ne  o f those books that you  d o n ’t 
th ink  you will ever n eed — until, o f  course, you 
do. Haajanen provides concise definitions of body­
w ork for all types o f automobiles, w hich encom ­
passes all normal passenger-carrying vehicles smaller 
than  buses (SUVs and minivans are included, but 
no  trucks). The surprising inclusion of horse-drawn 
vehicles all the w ay  back  to  chariots m akes this 
volum e especially useful to historians an d  litera­
tu re  students, w h o  are  o ften  s tu m p ed  by  such  
term s as phaeton , cabriolet, o r  brougham . D. J. 
Smith’s Discovering Horse-Drawn Vehicles (Shire, 
1999) is m ore detailed  bu t hard  to  find. Tw enti­

eth-century term s such  as business sedan, tow n 
car, and barchetta are also well-represented. W ord 
origins, variations, foreign-language equivalents, 
an d  outline draw ings add  extra interest. $35.00.

P u z z l e s  a n d  E s s a y s  f r o m  “T h e  E x ­
c h a n g e ”: T r ic k y  R e f e r e n c e  Q u e s t i o n s ,
b y  C harles R. A n derson  (190 pages, February  
2003), a re  ta k e n  fro m  “T h e  E x c h a n g e ” c o l­
u m n  th a t a p p e a re d  for m o re  th an  35 years in 
th e  ALA R e f e r e n c e  a n d  U s e r  S e rv ic e s  
A ssociation’s journal RQ  (n o w  R eference a n d  
User Services Quarterly). A nderson chooses the 
m o st in trig u in g  re fe re n ce  q u e s tio n s  a n d  a n ­
swers, arranging them  in such categories as quo­
tations, p o e m  fragm en ts , p e o p le  a n d  p laces, 
w ords and phrases, miscellany, and unansw ered 
questions. A fu n  b ro w se  a n d  p ro b ab ly  useful 
a t th e  re fe ren ce  desk . $34.95.

S e c r e t s :  A  M e m o ir  o f  V ie t n a m  a n d  t h e  
P e n t a g o n  P a p e r s ,  b y  D a n ie l E llsberg  (498 
pages, O c to b er 2002), consists o f  fo rm er D e­
fen se  D e p a rtm en t an a ly st E llsberg ’s m eticu ­
lo u s a n d  co m p ellin g  acco u n t o f  h o w  h e — as 
w e ll as m a n y  o th e rs  in  g o v e rn m e n t a t th e  
time— cam e to  recognize that the  U nited States 
co u ld  n ev er w in  th e  V ietnam  W ar. Unlike the  
o thers, Ellsberg risked a p rison  sen tence  to  re­
lease  th e  to p -sec re t d o c u m e n ts  th a t e x p o se d  
the  lies o f tw o administrations w hich  arrogantly 
w ithheld  th e  salient facts from  the public  even  
as m ore soldiers w e n t o n  futile a n d  tragic m is­
sio n s overseas. $29-95.

S h a k e s p e a r e  f o r  A ll T im e , by  Stanley W ells 
(442 pages, Jan u a ry  2003), is a n  en te rta in in g  
in tro d u c tio n  to  th e  life a n d  tim es o f  W illiam  
Shakespeare, his plays, their perform ances and 
adap tations, a n d  th e  w o rld  o f  S hakesp earean  
scholarship. Wells, chairm an o f the Shakespeare 
B irthplace T rust an d  genera l ed ito r o f  the  O x­
fo rd  C om plete Works, h a s  sp e n t m ore  th an  50 
years as a  Shakespeare scholar, an d  his know l­
e d g e  o f  the  b a rd ’s literary a n d  rhetorical tech ­
n iques, as w ell as th e  effect the  plays have had
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o n  E n g li s h  a n d  
w o r ld  c u l t u r e ,  
m ake this a particu­
larly insightful one- 
volume survey. Well-
illustrated with many 
d r a m a tic  s c e n e s  
from  th e  17th c en ­
tury to  the  present.

T h e  T e n  C o m m a n d m e n ts :  A  H a n d b o o k  o f  
R e lig io u s ,  L e g a l a n d  S o c ia l  I s s u e s ,  by Jo ­
sep h  P. H ester (285 pages, Jan u ary  2003), ex­
plores the controversy over ho w  an d  w hether 
Judeo-Christian ethical rules can be applied to leg­
islation and  litigation in the United States. Begin­
ning with the origin and m eaning of the biblical 
com m andm ents and  the developm ent o f ethics 
and reflective morality, Hester examines the basic 
American constitutional principle o f the separa­
tion o f church and  state and  w hether an  ethical 
compromise is possible betw een the religious and 
the  secular. H e looks at such specific issues as 
faith-based initiatives, posting the  commandments 
on  public buildings, character education, the pledge 
of allegiance, creationism, prayer in public schools, 
blue laws, stem  cell research, euthanasia, capital 
punishm ent, pacifism, abortion, religious profil­
ing, and covenant marriage. T he comm entary is 
balanced and well-researched. $45.00.

T h e  V e r b  “T o  B ir d ,” by Peter C ashw ell (320 
pages, April 2003), is o n e  w riter’s exploration  
o f th e  joys o f  b ird -w atch ing  in Am erica. P e p ­
p e re d  w ith  literary  allusions a n d  natural h is­
tory, Cashwell’s cogitations o n  crows and cow- 
birds led  him  from the Carolina woods and other 
southeastern habitats to the Library o f Congress, 
w here he unsuccessfully searched for the origin of 
the  w o rd  “cardinal” for the North American red 
bird. (H e fo u n d  it la ter at the  O range County 
Public Libraries in N orth Carolina, bu t he really 
should have asked a  librarian.) The author’s lively, 
p o s tm o d e rn  w riting  style m ay  w ell lu re  co l­
lege-age readers into ornithology. $22.95. Paul

V o ic e s  f r o m  t h e  T r a il  o f  T e a r s , e d ite d  by 
Vicki R ozem a, brings to g e th e r 29 co n tem p o ­
rary writings docum enting the forcible removal

G eo rg ia  to  In d ian  T errito ry  (O k la h o m a ) in 
1837-1838. This co llection  o f  letters, ed ito ri­
als, reco rds, a n d  jou rnal ex cerp ts  w ritten  by  
those w ho w itnessed the event, including som e 
Cherokees, corrects som e misconceptions about 
th is little -re m e m b e re d  a n d  trag ic  e v e n t in 
A m erican h isto ry , su ch  as th e  fact th a t th ere  
w ere  several trails (one  o f them  a river route).

M y s t e r io u s  C r e a tu r e s :  A  G u id e  t o  
C ry p to zo o lo g y , (722 pages, 2 vols., Decem­
ber 2002) by George M. Eberhart. In his intro­
duction to Mysterious Creatures, professor Loren 
Coleman writes that “passion and cryptozoology 
go hand in hand.” This passion has sustained 
cryptozoologists—scientists who investigate the 
existence of legendary and extraordinary ani­
mals—through hoaxes, media frenzies, and the 
skepticism o f the mainstream scientific estab­
lishment, and it infuses Eberhart’s meticulously 
researched and scrupulously detailed compen­
dium. Over 1,000 entires describe “mysterious 
creatures” from around the world, listing physi­
cal characteristics, accounts o f their behavior, 
and possible explanations for their sighting. In­
cluded are not only well-known cryptids like 
the Abominable Snowman and the Loch Ness 
Monster, but also extinct species that continue 
to be spotted, like the Ivory-billed Woodpecker. 
Introductory material by researchers in the field 
provides useful background on the evaluation 
of eyewitness testimony, as well as resources for 
further study. An invaluable resource for schol­
ars, and a fascinating reference for the general 
reader. $185.00.
