The ACRL University Libraries Section’s Cur-
rent Topics Discussion Group has recently been
formed in response to the need for a small group
setting where university librarians can discuss top-
ics of mutual interest.

library structures as a result of the Computing Cen-
ter reporting to the Library.

The three presentations are intended to serve as a
kick-off to discussion and a chance for attendees to
share experiences.

Proposed revision to ACRL’s “Statement on the Terminal
Professional Degree for Academic Librarians”

The ACRL Academic Status Committee is pro-
posing a minor revision for clarification in the
“Statement on the Terminal Professional Degree
for Academic Librarians.” Approved as policy by
the Board of Directors of the Association of College
and Research Libraries on January 23, 1975, the
original statement reads as follows:

“The master’s degree in library science from a li-
brary school accredited by the American Library
Association is the appropriate terminal profes-
sional degree for academic librarians.”

Since many programs no longer include “library
science” as the designated title for the professional
degree, and since ALA accredits programs rather
than schools, the Academic Status Committee
unanimously endorses the following change:

“The master’s degree from an academic pro-
gram accredited by the American Library Associa-
tion isthe appropriate terminal professional degree
for academic librarians.”

Please note that this is not a change in ACRL pol-
icy. It ismerely aclarification in the wording of the
statement which brings it into harmony with ALA
Policy 54.4. The policy continues to recognize the
master’s degree from an ALA-accredited program.
Further, the policy regarding the “terminal profes-
sional degree” does not compromise requirements

Imposed by some institutions for another advanced
academic degree.

During committee discussions on the proposed
change, other substantive issues have also been dis-
cussed. Among them have been the acceptance of
the master’sdegree as the “terminal” degree for ac-
ademic librarians and the assumption that ALA is
the only organization which accredits library
school programs. The committee recognizes that
many universities now require additional graduate
degrees for librarians employed as faculty mem-
bers; furthermore, library school programs offered
in other countries and accredited by different orga-
nizations are excluded from this statement. These
and other concerns related to this statement will re-
ceive further deliberation by the committee. For
the time being, the only change recommended is
that cited above.
