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A visit to ACRL’s Minnesota Chapter

A cadem ic L ibraries D ay in M innesota was 
planned with the total cooperation of the weather.

Library Buildings,” and “MLA Survey on Profes­
sional Development”  completed the program in 
the afternoon.

The conference arrangement provided ample 
opportunity for sharing information and discussing 
problems. After lunch, participants were able to 
see the new library, chapel, and sculptures by Paul 
Granlund, sculptor-in-residence. Some of us had 
the rare opportunity to meet Mr. Granlund and
