InfoCon-
version enters the relevant information—in the
form of manuscript, illustrations, word processing
diskette, or magnetic tape—directly into the com-
puter. Illustrations and text are then merged into
one database which can be updated and repub-
lished. Corrections made to the database during
business hours are incorporated into microfiche
overnight. Many time-consuming tasks are
circumvented—typesetting, proofing, resetting
type, paste-up, printing and conversion to micro-
fiche.

Unlike “microrepublishing,” in which the mi-
crofiche end-product is a photographed, miniatur-

ized version of an already printed page, first gener-
ation micropublishing is the direct electronic
transfer of data from a computer-based publishing
system to microfiche. Micropublishing thus can
save on storage and distribution costs.

The finished product can be 105mm microfiche,
camera-ready pages, 35mm or 16mm film.
