Recog­
nizes academic 
libraries that are 
outstanding in fur­
thering the educa­
tional missions of 
their institutions. 

•  Academic/

ian of  the Year 
Award (sponsored 
by YBP Library 
Services): $5,000 
award. Recogniz­
es an outstanding 

member of the academic or research library 
profession. 

•  Hugh C. Atkinson Memorial Award 
(sponsored by ACRL, Association for Library Col­
lections and Technical Services [ALCTS], Library 
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Administration and Management Association 
[LAMA], Library and Information Technology 
Association [LITA]): cash award. Recognizes 
outstanding achievements (including risk­tak­
ing) in the areas of library automation, man­
agement, or development and research.
