Frank Turner, 66, recently appointed uni-
versity librarian, professor of 19th-century 
European history and former university pro-
vost at Yale University, has died.

He continued to serve as direc-
tor of the Beinecke Rare Book and Manu-
script Library. Turner served as director for 
seven years, and previously served as pro-
vost between 1988 and 1992.

Turner 
began teaching at Yale full time in 1971, and 
received the Yale College Award for Dis-
tinguished Undergraduate Teaching for his 
work teaching European history.
