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The World knows Muslims and Jews as one of the bitter enemies
of each other especially due to the ongoing clashes between Israel and
Palestine, paid by thousands of innocent lives from both sides. Amid this
hatred and violence many stories of coexistence and cooperation occurred
but little known to both sides and the World. In this paper some of these
stories and peace building initiatives are presented which could invoke the
inspirations of love and compassion in the hearts of both sides and could
be helpful in reducing the emotions of hatred and enmity. The readers will
find unexpected behaviour of humanity and cooperation from both sides
in contrast to what has been widely propagated that both cannot live
together peacefully.
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
