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Abstract

This study aims not only to reveal the phenomenon of bullying that occurs in educational community in the millennial era who are familiar with social media, but also to provide an  information on anticipating bullying for adolescents through Islamic parenting styles. The family as the first and foremost educator has played an important role in effort to minimize bullying among adolescents. It is necessary to apply the principles of Islamic education in the family. This study uses descriptive qualitative methods, which aims to make measurements and will help in seeing the fundamental relationship between empirical observations by seeking information about existing symptoms. The population in this study were all high public senior high school students and teachers  or the equivalent at Pare  in 2021. Non-random sampling approach with purposive sampling method is used based on a regional approach with the level/number of bullying that occurs in the area by determining special characteristics, It’s accordance with the research objectives and based on research problems. The survey found that most of the students are being victims, witnesses and perpetrators of bullying by peers. An anticipation of high bullying through Islamic style is expected to be able to prevent bullying on adolescents today.
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 Introduction
The influence of parenting patterns is involved the huge of Juvenile delinquency in families. The destruction of morals in the world occurred due to deterioration of many parents was put all educational matters on school. in this case the school becomes the first place for character education which should be the first place for education is the family. Deviations and even criminality or criminals are indications of the failure of nurturing conventional social groups such as families. Parents have many roles, including as educators and cultivators of attitudes for children. But not all parents understand what children's need in early age. The life of children in the family should not be underestimated and neglected, how the family gives an attention and an affection within. Children need a huge sufficient attention,an  opportunity for expression, and an appreciation from others . Otherwise, they can find the ways which is not appropriate. For this reason, protecting children from being bullied is important, but it is more important that children will not become bullies. This could be happened if  the parents were tend to be more dominant, and the children became manipulative children,  sometimes they seem calm at home, however they turn out to be bullies. (Nurmalina, 2020).


Parents must be aware that in fact a child is capable of holding a grudge which is  vented to his friends. In sum up, it does not mean that if a child at home behaves calmly then he will be fine, therefore parents are required to be more sensitive to their child's behavior.(Pratiwi, 2018)


Continuing bullying to occur and present in various forms in the form of verbal utterances, physical actions, and ostracism has a very bad impact on children who become victims, who can lose their self-concept and self-confidence. Therefore, it is necessary to anticipate as early as possible through parenting on Islamic parenting approach. 

There are two kinds of bullying discussed in this study, there are verbal and non-verbal bullying, either as perpetrators or as victims. The purpose of this study is to provide an overview and an information bullying for adolescents, and how to anticipate it through an Islamic parenting style. In an effort to minimize bullying among teenagers, the family as the first and foremost educator plays an important roles and needs to apply the principles of Islamic education.

Literatur Review

Bullying is an aggression’s act that is repeated to the victim. The term bullying itself comes from English language "bull" which means bull.  The  word "bully" Etymologically means a bully, someone who annoys the weak. Oppression in Indonesian language is called "menyakat" which means  disturbance, harassment, and barrier others (Sari & Azwar, 2018).

The intention of bullying is the feeling who wanting to be appreciated, treated fairly, and cared for. The perpetrator feels satisfaction through bullying others.Bullying is the way how the perpetrators let out the desires. (Azzahra & Haq, 2019).  Categorizing verbal bullying is often not realized, including  some common words that used such as  "Goblog lo" (stupid) "Jayus lo" (tacky or not fun) "Gendut lo" (fatty) "Cungkring lo" (thin dry) "Sotoy lo" (knowingly ). While non-verbal bullying: hitting, kicking, insulting, threats using harsh words that have a negative meaning, including looking cynically, mocking, ostracizing someone, calling physically, sending anonymous letters, yelling because they are annoyed when friends don't obey for. Intimidating through social media or other technological means,dub by animal’s  name, call by parent’s name. (Syahida & Christiana, 2020)

Parenting is a pattern of carried out by adults who are not limited to biological relationships, with the following objectives:

To ensure that children are always healthy and safe;

To prepare children in a good way to be grow up and to be productive;

To reduce cultural values that occur.


Children is the future of the parent and the nation. An active, intelligent, and healthy children  could be  every parent's dream. Furthermore have an attractive appearance, and have noble character is the most important thing in life education. This will be happened according to be pursued by paying attention on their nutrition and paying attention on good parenting to support growth and development based  on the age, especially they will grow by influence and determine during the toddler years. This process of growth and development are depend on adults or parents. (Wirawati & S, 2019)

In addition, same as explanation above parenting can be understood as an interaction that occurs between parents and children to support physical, emotional, social, intellectual, and spiritual development that occurs since  the womb to adult. Based on the description above, it can be concluded that parenting is a pattern of parenting that supports the emotional, physical, social, intellectual, and spiritual development of children, so  they are ready to become adults and stand on their own feet. 


Islam through the Qur'an and Hadith provides a lot of information about the stages of children’s development, and how to care them. In these stages according to the perspective of modern science, and supported by scientific evidence humans have been educated since they were in their mother's womb. When the fetus is about 120 days they are already hears loudly noises, this time its eyes develop. Furthermore they know  that there is a light enters through the walls of the mother's womb due to flashlight on the mother's belly, they can be influenced (educated) and can be interacted surrounding world. 


The interaction between parents through physically, emotionally, and socially will determine the growth and development of the fetus in the womb. The life behavior in parents pregnancy should always be in the corridor of Islamic teachings, if implemented properly it would have a positive impact on the child’s development. (Ma'ruf, 2015)


Islamic education has complex variants, not only in formal and non-formal education activities, but also in informal education, all three have a synergistic relationship to strengthen each other (Hadi, 2017). Similarly,  parents have a very important role as the first and foremost caregiver in the process of child’s development, because the parenting provided by parents will determine the child's future. In this situation parents need to equip themselves with knowledge and follow to the development of technological advances, so the good care will be given to children increasingly varied.  (Sumarni, 2020)


The important aspect that became the center of point  is Lukman al Hakim contained in Q.S. Lukman 13-19. It is reference to the ideal concept of education in parenting because it contains educational values, there are: 1) Monotheism education by forbidding their children to associate partners with God. According to Lukman, the first thing that must be instilled in children is monotheism to Allah or monotheism to be further developed into monotheism rububiyah (God) and monotheism asma wa shifat (name and character of God). 2) Moral education to God, parents, their-self, others, and  devoted to parents in goodness, 3) education of worship, telling people to do good and prevent (them) from evil deeds and be patient in every condition. 4) social devotion, by calling for good deeds and preventing the wrong deeds, 5) training intelligence as a human being. (Abdul Rouf, 2016)

Research Method


This study uses descriptive qualitative methods by seeking information about existing symptoms, which aims to make measurements, to help in seeing the fundamental relationship between empirical observations and quantitative data results. In addition, it also determines the relationship between variables in population, and includes helping in determining the research design according to the objectives to be achieved, there are:
To provide an overview and an information on how to anticipate bullying against adolescents through Islamic parenting styles in Pare District in 2021.

 To recommend and follow up on ways to anticipate bullying against adolescents through Islamic parenting styles in Pare District in 2021.

The population in this study are all high school teachers and students at Pare, Kediri in 2021, the research targets are high school teachers and students and  equivalent. In determining the sample is used a non-random sampling approach with purposive sampling method which is based on a regional approach with the level/number of bullying that occurs in the area by determining special characteristics. In  accordance to the research objectives that they were answered the research problems. Special features are made intentionally by the researchers, the criteria are accordance with the research, including; the same local cultural background, the same character and belief in upholding the culture. 

Result and Discussion

 Respondents based on ages are follows: 3 people 14 years, 52 people 15 years, 168 people 16 years, 294 people 17 years, 221 people 18 years and 11 people 19 years age. From the ages of the respondents, violence was most reported to occur in children with a high school education level or its equivalent that the age range of 14-17 years age.

From the table above, it can be concluded that the form of bullying or bullying experienced by the victim is  the situation where the victim cannot defend them selves, while what is done by the perpetrator in situation where the power of abusing is an action taken by consciously attacking the victim, and unmindful about the condition of the victim.

Based on the table above, it shows the need for inculcating parenting patterns  as an effort for parents and extended families in providing good examples, whether using attention, direction, and examples of wisdom's character, in order to prepare skills, morals, and the personality of the child to give more positive direction. In other word, carrying out God's given in the form of a child whose nature must be nurtured and developed,  the parents must be used Islam the basis for fostering and educating children. (Sit & Nasution, 2021)

As stated by previous researchers, it is necessary to provide parent’s education about how to educate children on good Islamic education behave children with strong motivation in religious attitude, character and integrity. (Cholimah, 2018) Moreover, parenting patterns against bullying behavior in children adolescents need to carry out strict supervision. (Manalu, Patimah, & Haryanto, 2019)

Other research states that the development of science and technology as well as the demands of people's lives in the 21st century in the digital era is not a barrier, it is must be a  necessary to increase the ability of parents (educators) in educational process in the family. The good strategy requires in this era including all components of the family (father, mother, and children) are involved. This changing needs some efforts that utilize various resources in the learning process of family in order to prepare the religious next generation. The generation who are far from the society illness this time. (Usmadi, 2016)

Based on the table above shows that from several negotiations, the most perpetrators and victims of psychological - Non-Verbal bullying are 97.3% and the perpetrators are friends in the same age. According to the data, it is necessary for parents accompany and educate their children, guide and care for them in order to become knowledgeable children who have faith ,do good deeds and avoid immoral behavior. Furthermore, the children must be transformed the spirit values of parents in maintaining and caring for their families (children) from immoral behavior. (Ottoman, 2021).

One of the factors that determine the development of a children's personality is the education and care provided by parents to the children, it’s because parents are the first community that children knew since early ages. The good parental education will give a great influence in build the children's personality, in the Islamic perspective parents must apply a clear educational concepts and methods that can be applied according to their age range, as follows: 1) education of faith; 2) moral education; 3) reason education; 4). Physical education; 5) psychic/mental education; 6) social education; 7) sexual education. While the method used by parents in providing educations are to use: 1) exemplary method; 2) habituation method; 3) attention method; 4) advice method; 5) the method of punishment. (Ayun, 2016).

From the table above, it can be seen that those who have witnessed bullying in the form of: Physical : 62.7%, Verbal-Psychic : 52.4%, Psychic -Non-Verbal : 63.1%, Relational : 69.3%, Cyber: 76.9%, while Sexual is 74.9%. according to the table above, those who witnessed bullying were quite large, but they did nothing for some reasons such as; afraid, thing just joking, and introvert children.
The witness of bullying gave an answer that the factor for the occurrence of violence was due to 1) Lack of communication between friends as a determinant of harmony among friends, 2) The application of legal protection as a witness for victims of violence in the environment, 3) The dilemma of witnesses being bullied to act and willing to defend the victim was the witness' concern that he would not supported by the school community and considered to want to emerge as their own heroes. (RATNA DJUWITA, 2017) One study showed that of the 69.6% of participants who had witnessed bullying, most chose not to do anything because they did not want to be involved. (A. Damanik & Djuwita, 2019)

Conclusion 

Victims of high bullying are generally seen as cyber bullying was 84.5%. Then sexual bullying was 82.6% and the perpetrators are peers.

 The perpetrators of bullying admitted to bullying in the form of bullying, the highest was cyber 88.9%, then sexual bullying was 87.4%, relational bullying was 86.7% and psychological-non-verbal bullying was 83.3%,  all is done by peers.

Witnesses who have witnessed bullying in the form of: Physical : 62.7%, Verbal-Psychic  was 52.4%, Non-Verbal Psychic  was 63.1%, Relational was 69.3%, Cyber was76.9 %, while sexual was 74.9%. based on the table above, those who witnessed bullying were quite large, but they did nothing with some reasons.

Those who claim to be witnesses who give the answer to act and are willing to defend the victim are worried that the witness will not be supported by the school community. Otherwise,  they were not considered to appear as heroes by themselves and they don't want to be involved.

From this survey, it can be seen that peers are victims, witnesses and perpetrators of bullying. From the table above, it can be concluded that the form of bullying or bullying experienced by the victim is in a situation where the victim cannot defend himself, while the perpetrator is in a situation where the abuse of power is carried out by consciously attacking the victim, without thinking about the condition of the victim. It was found in many studies of bullying around the world.

Based on the data above, an important aspect that becomes the point center  Islamic education is Lukman al Hakim's method contained in Q.S. Lukman 13-19 is a reference to the concept of ideal education in parenting because it contains educational values, there are: 1) Monotheism education. 2) Moral education to God, parents, them-selves and others, 3)  Education of worship. 4) Social Devotion, and 5) training intelligence.

The foremost  thing is how the local society implied the local character to build the good character for adolescents based on local culture.
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
