The lack of resources creates a harsh shadow over this dystopian environment, forcing 

individuals to forage among the ruins of a once-thriving society for necessities like food, drink, and 

shelter. In Cormac McCarthy's "The Road," the protagonist reflects on the scarcity of resources, 

stating, "There is no God and we are his prophets." (McCarthy,2006) This depressing perspective 

highlights the brutal realities of surviving in a society ravaged by disaster, when every scrap of food 

turns into a valuable resource in the fight for existence. In this environment of scarcity, characters 

must address the moral conundrums that arise from their hunt for nutrition while balancing self-

preservation with moral considerations. “If you want the others to protect you, you have to be willing 

to protect them, and that means fighting” (Detour, P.89). The protagonists' struggles are exacerbated 

by isolation and the decline of civilization as they contend with the eerie remnants of a world that 

was once teeming with life and activity. They are navigating the dangerous terrain of a world 

eternally changed by calamity, and it weighs heavy on their shoulders that they are alone and cut off 

from the world they once knew. 

 

In this post-apocalyptic world, there are dangers and risks everywhere you look, from the 

monstrous monsters that prowl the shadows to the immoral behavior of other survivors. As Stephen 

King wrote in "The Stand," "No one can tell what goes on in between the person you were and the 

person you become." (King,1987) The transformational character of survival in a world where 

existential threat causes the border between humanity and barbarism to blur is highlighted by this 

insightful statement. The characters traverse the dangerous terrain of a world flipped upside down by 

calamity, forcing them to face their own propensity for violence and moral compromising.The 

protagonists are plagued by moral quandaries and ethical choices as they struggle with difficult 

choices in their struggle for existence.  In Margaret Atwood's "Oryx and Crake," the protagonist 

reflects on the moral ambiguity of his actions, stating, "We were the people who were not in the 

papers.
