ACRL seeks volunteers for sections, 
committees, and editorial boards

A re you interested in contributing to ACRL?
There are opportunities for your involve­

ment in ACRE sections, standing committees, 
and editorial boards. ACRL needs your sup­
port to act best on the interests of its members. 
ACRL depends on members to volunteer for 
and serve on committees to accomplish its goals 
and objectives. With over 30 standing commit­
tees and ló5 section committees there are lots 
of opportunities for serving ACRL. This article 
gives you a brief description of how the ACRL 
appointment process works.

Appointments: The process
Appointments are made at both the section and 
division levels. The ACRL president is respon­
sible for the committee appointments at the 
division level for the year he or she serves as 
president. Likewise, section chairs are respon­
sible for committee appointments in their re­
spective sections the year they serve as chair. 
Committee slates are usually completed shortly 
after the Midwinter Meeting during the year in 
which the individual serves as president-elect 
or chair-elect. The ACRL Appointm ents & 
Nominations Committee assists the president­
elect in this process in an advisory capacity.

Factors influencing appointment
Although the emphasis in the appointment may 
vary from year to year according to the pre­
rogatives of the president and section chairs, 
the same factors are considered. They include:

•  E vid en ce o f  p o te n tia l co m m ittee  
m em ber’s interest: Have you attended the 
meetings and introduced yourself to the chair? 
Do you have previous experience that relates 
to the work of the committee? Have you indi­
cated your interest on the application?

•  D em ographics and com p osition  o f  
comm ittee: When making appointments an

effort is made to keep the membership of a 
committee balanced with respect to type of li­
brary (community college, college, or univer­
sity), geographic representation, ethnic diver­
sity, and gender. In addition, some committees 
have special requirements. For example, one 
member of the Professional Education Com­
mittee must be a library educator; the Mem­
bership and Legislative Committees have strict 
regional representation requirements.

•  The recom m endation o f  the current 
com m ittee chair: Current committee chairs 
are asked to suggest potential members. Al­
though all of these factors are considered, the 
final appointm ent is the prerogative of the 
ACRL president-elect and the section chair- 
elects.

H ow  to apply
1. Select the com m ittees that interest 

you. The ALA Handbook o f Organization lists 
all of ACRL’s committees and their charges. (ALA 
members may obtain a free copy of the hand­
book by calling (800) 545-2433, ext. 4287.) 
Attend the committee’s meetings at the Mid­
winter Meeting and Annual Conference to help 
you decide if those are the activities that inter­
est you.

2. Introduce yourself. Talk with commit­
tee members. Express your interest to the com­
mittee chair. Explain how you might contrib­
ute to the work of the committee.

3. Submit a volunteer form. Complete the 
volunteer form that is printed each year in a 
fall issue of C&RL News (or request one from 
the C&RL News office). Be sure to cover all of 
the items asked for in background information. 
If you have attended committee meetings or 
programs, mention that. Fill out one form for 
ACRL division committees and a different form 
for each ACRL section you want to volunteer 
for. Send the division volunteer form to Suzanne 
H. Calpestri at the address on the bottom of 
the volunteer form; send the section volunteer 
forms to the appropriate section chair-elects at 
the addresses given elsewhere in this article.

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4. Volunteer again . . . and again. If you
are not successful in being appointed one year, 
volunteer again the next year . . . and the next. 
Remember that a multitude of factors—num ­
ber of appointments made, num ber of volun­
teers for each committee, num ber of volun­
teers from your type of library or your geographic 
area—determine the actual appointment, and 
these factors change from year to year.

Commonly asked questions
1. What is th e  role o f  an  in tern  o n  a 

com m ittee and shou ld  I say that I am  w ill­
in g  to  be one? Internships were created to 
expand the opportunities for participation in 
ACRL. The only difference betw een an intern 
and a regular appointm ent is the term of ser­
vice. Interns may only serve for one year.

2. If I am  appointed as an intern w ill I 
autom atically be appointed to the com m it­
tee? Not necessarily. The purpose of the in­
ternship is to expose members to the work of 
ACRL. Serving as an intern can be a positive 
learning experience that can be applied to 
other work of the organization. Appointments 
are still the prerogative of the president-elect 
or section chair-elects and reappointm ent is 
not automatic.

3. What are m y chances o f  being reap­
pointed  on ce I am  serving on  a com m it­
tee? It varies. Committees need both continu­
ity an d  new  id eas  an d  en e rg y . Som e 
president-elects opt for very few reappoint­
ments because of a desire for wider participa­
tion and greater diversity. Sometimes there is a 
need for specific projects to be finished and 
continuity is important.

4. Should I give up if  I am  not appointed  
the first tim e I subm it a volunteer form? 
Absolutely not. Remember there are often more 
people willing to serve than there are places. 
Keep submitting your forms. A high percent­
age of members who submit forms are ap­
pointed to a committee.

ACRL section appointments
ACRL has 16 sections (their names are listed 
below). You will find a description of their ar­
eas of responsibility in the ALA Handbook o f  
Organization, 1993-94.

The chair-elect of a section appoints the chair 
and members of all section committees. Most 
of these appointments are made in the spring 
for terms beginning immediately after the ALA 
Annual Conference. If you would like to be

considered for appointment as chair or mem­
ber of a section committee, fill out the ACRL 
Committee Volunteer Form and mail it to the 
chair-elect of the appropriate section listed be­
low before December 15, 1993.
